The relations between the Avars and the Slavs are characterized by
diversity on political, social and cultural level. This paper aims at exam-
ining issues of coexistence, collaboration, and cross-influence between
the Avars and the Slavs. It discusses, in particular, the collaboration of
independent or subordinated Slavic tribes with the Avars in military op-
erations; the confusion of their names in written sources; the role of the
