PROMACHON-TOPOLNICA: A GREEK-BULGARIAN ARCHAEOLOGICAL PROJECT
by H. KOUKOULI-CRHYSANTHAKI — I ASLANIS — I. VAISOV — M. VALLA

The Promahon-Topolnica settlement is located on the Southeastren slopes of Mount Cerkine, close to the
western bank of the river Strymon, on a natural pass into the beginning of the valley of the middle Strymon River.
This prehistoric settlement, which lies across the Greek-Bulgarian border (pyramid 63 on the frontier line) is
being jointly investigated by Greek and Bulgarian archaeologists. Ephorate XVIIIth of Prehistoric and Classical
Antiquities) on the Greek side, the Archaeological Institute of Sophia and the Blagoevgrad Historical Museum on
the Bulgarian side, are coordinating their excavation programms in both countries. The final aim is to publish the
results of their research programs in a common series of books, proceeding an inter Balkan cooperation in the
archaeological research. The excavation project on the Greek side began in 1992 under the direction of Ch.
Koukouli-Chrysanthaki, director of the 18th Ephorate of Prehistoric and Classical Antiquities) in collaboration
with I. Aslanis (National Hellenic Research Foundation), M. Valla and D. Malamidou (18th Ephorate of
Prehistoric and Classical Antiquities) and F. Tomai-Konstantopoulou (Ministry of Foreign Affairs). To the Greek
excavation program took part the excavators of the Bulgarian side, Henrieta Todorova, Javor Bojadjev, Ivo
Vajsov, Kalin Dimitrov, Veselin Draganov.

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The results of excavations conducted over a period from 1992 to 2003 are summed up as follow: A
combination of survey excavation and electromagnetic ground probes —the last realized by the Bulgarian
geophysicians M. Gerogiev, D. Stoev, K. Velikofski— has determined the extent of a open prehistoric settlement
of a sparsely —inhabited type, which covered two adjacent hilltops, a total area of 5 hectares. According to the
results of the electromagnetic research and the excavation data the habitation layers of the settlement are found in
a depth between 0,50 meters and 1,50 meters. The excavation on the Greek side in accordance with the results of
the excavation on the Bulgarian side has identified three phases of habitation of the settlement dated from the end
of the 6th millennium BC to the second half of 5th millennium BC. The earliest phase (Phase I) is represented by
buildings with underground rooms dug in the virgin soil. The semisubbterranean rooms were usually small,
separated from each other by the natural soil, which, left unexcavated, served as the base for the dividing walls.
These semisubterranean rooms were covered or surrounded by ground floor rooms made of big wooden piles,
which supported walls made of woven branches covered by clay.

The most interesting find of this phase is the discovery of a big subterranean circular(?) room, dug in the
virgin soil, whose inner walls ware paved by clay. Since only a part of this circular(?) subterranean room has been
excavated and the excavation has not yet reached the bottom of the pit it is not yet possible to reconstruct the
original form and the character of this building.

The rich deposit finds of the successive layers of the inner floors of the circular(?) pit testify community
activities of ritual(?) character inside the subterranean room, as well as in the area around it. Storage, drinking,
and ritual vases, as well as figurines and others artifacts (tools and jewels) have been found at the successive
floors together with great quantities of grindstones and animal bones The presence of intact bucrans together with
special ritual vases and two clay models of buildings are of particular interest.

In the next phase (Phase II) the buildings of the settlement were ground floor constructions made of wooden
piles, which supported sidewalls and roofs made of woven reeds and branches coated with clay. Large undressed
stones reinforced the base of the walls. The dwellings had floors of compacted earth with ovens made of clay
reinforced by small stones and sherds.

Of particular interest is the evidence of a non slagging production of copper: A clay crucible was recovered
in a pit whose inner sides were burnt and filled with ashes and burnt soil. Analyses on the inner surface of the
crucible showed that pure copper was diffused. Small shallow pits lined with successive layers of burnt clay and
of ash found close to the pit with the crucible testify a special prytotechnology. These constructions have been
connected with the smelting of copper. Analyze of soils taken from the area around the shallow pits yielded grain
of pure malachite powder. Taking into account the early date of the crucible and of the shallow pits to the first
half of the 5th millennium BC the Promachon-Topolnica settlement gave some of the earliest evidence of the
extractive copper metallurgy in Europe.

The last habitation phase of the settlement (phase III) has been totally damaged by ploughing and very few
traces of pits with sherds and animal bones have been preserved. The site yielded a wide variety of different
categories of pottery with painted, incised or rippled decoration. In phases I and II of particular interest are
painted pottery of Acropotamos type (imported or locally made)and multicolored painted pottery, as well as
blacktopped, redtopped and the so-called Bitum pottery. In Phase III graphite, incised and black on red pottery is
persent. Figurines are typical for phase I and II with the female figures being predominant. However the male
figurines are not missing and a big worked stone in phallic form represents an early attempt to represent in a
monumental sculpture the creative power of the male.

The study of the excavation finds shows a settlement of an agriculture and pastoral nature with cultural
continuity through its first two phases of habitation (Phase I-II), dated to the early phase of the Late Neolithic
period (Sitagroi II, Dikili Tash I, Vinca BC, Karanovo IV late).
