THESSALY AND THE ROMAN MONETARY POLICY

e grain production of Thessaly and the consequent possibilities of supplying the
Roman armies was one of the main reasons for the establishment of italian negotia-
in the Thessalian cities.

Thessaly is an excellent case of study, given the rarity of the Roman coins found,

s also observed in all the rest of Greece, together with important inscriptions con-

ring the establishment of certain numismatic matters. This fact may be of some

portance for the interpretation of the many aspects of the numismatic circulation.

The picture provided by Thessaly can be also projected to the rest of the Helladic

“regions.

: The Roman armies operating in the northern Helladic regions brought with them
large sums of money, either as the generals’ monetary funds, for the army supplies
and the payment of the legions, either in the hands of the soldiers, who had to pay for
80ods and services not provided by the army.

Alongside the legions travelled small groups of merchants, who acted as middle
men between the Roman and the local merchants. It was to them that the denarii were
first given to, and from which were in tun given to their suppliers, thus putting the
denarii in local circulation, to which extent we do not know.
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The increasing debts of the greek states to Rome, such as war indemnities, taxes,
and others, which demanded large sums of money, drove the governors to take the
denarii out of circulation. In that way they paid Rome with her own coins, without
spending more money and work to restrike them into local coins.

Therefore, we can assume that the rarity of the roman coins found in Greece does
not reflect their real part played in the numismatic circulation, but it is due to logistic
factors imposed by the political necessities.
