ABSTRACT. New archaeological researches in many Peloponnesian areas confirmed the general impression of the decline
given by literary sources; however, the results of these investigations changed the traditional ideas on some aspects and they finally
permitted a complete reconstruction of the geographic, economic and social landscape of the peninsula during this period. It is clear
now that the structure of settlement patterns and the balance between cities which prevailed during the Hellenistic period come to an
end with the Empire. A few cities, mostly along the coast, flourished under imperial patronage serving as focal points in the Roman
administration and the regional economy. The abandonment of many small towns and rural settlements, which started earlier,
continued during this period too in many areas; only few of them escaped this general economic and demographic decline. Social elite
was attracted by city life which offered better opportunities for career and honours. Wealth and power were in the hands of the new
city bourgeoisie who had acquired, earlier in the Empire, Roman citizenship. The most distinguished families were involved in the local
and provincial imperial cult and developped close ties with the imperial house and with other important families of neighbouring or
remote cities; such connections were caracteristic of provincial magnates all over the Empire and formed the basis on which was built
the power of the Roman world.
