AENOX MAYPOMMATHZ

The successive stages of construction of the Athos Protaton™

The church of the Protaton on Mt Athos should be considered as the oldest
Christian building extant on the Mountain. It is situated in the central square of
Karyes (fig. 1), the capital of the Holy Community, and takes its name from the
Protos, or principal, of the congregation of ascetics, of which this church was the
seat (fig. 2).

Written sources and the study of the building itself confirm that it has
undergone important alterations during its life-span of almost eleven centuries.

Protaton “A”

The earliest biography of St Athanasius (known among scholars as Vita A),
mentions that the Saint supported the request of the Elders that Leon Phokas
(brother of Nikiphoros) enlarge the church.

The (elders) of the Mountain reminded him (Athanasius) and requested, and he
intervened with the Magister (Leon Phokas) in favor of the reconstruction of the
holy church of Karyes which was very short and produced much embarrassment to
the elders, during congregations.

I would like to underline the meanings and connotations of the words av-
owodoun = re-construciton and otevoywoia = embarrassment litterally, otevog
XWQEOG.

According to the late Paul Lemerle, this request should be dated at about 959.

These documents lead us to accept that there was an early church on the site
before 959 erected when Mesi (the early name of Karyes) first became the center
of the confederation of monks, just after the promulgation of the chrysobull of 883

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by Basil I, and in any case, not later than the middle of the 10th century, which is
the probable date of Athanasius’ arrival on the Mountain.

Examination of the building in its present form reveals elements which imply
a longitudinal building (fig. 3). Thus:

a) Three small window-shaped openings bordered with 14th c. frescoes are lo-
cated at the upper area of the north and south longitudinal walls of the central
aisle, two at the western and one at the eastern end of the walls. These window-
openings should be seen as remains of an earlier clerestory, when the initial
building was shorter and longitudinal.

b) The outer walls of the existing lateral aisles (fig. 4) have two rows of
windows, of which several are blocked. This arrangement of windows, as well as the
rather short height of the outer walls of the side-aisles (which are determined by
these rows) prove that these walls belonged to a longitudinal building.

c) Each of the two longitudinal walls of the central aisle (fig. 5) have three
openings allowing access to the side compartments: There is a tall and narrow
opening to the west, a large and very tall one at the center and a short and narrow
opening at the eastern end.

In comparing the western opening to the central one, a definite relation stands
out, namely that the width of the central opening could be made up of two widths
of the narrow, western openings plus one width of the intermediate pier. Thus, if
one imagines a third intermediate pier, of the same dimensions as the existing
ones, in the middle of the central opening, then two more narrow arched openings
are produced, identical to the western ones.

Thus: 1) These remarks prove that the building was of the basilical type, with
three aisles and a wooden roof. The three aisles were separated by arched openings
over rectangular piers. The side aisles were relatively low, whereas the central nave
would have stood above the side roofs and be lit by a clerestory of seven openings
on each side.

2) The three apses of the sanctuary were, and still are, semicircular in plan.
This is common design during the period in question, and allows us to date the
initial building to the end of the 9th or the beginning of the 10th century.

3) The most impressive element of this original building was, no doubt, its
marble templon (fig. 6), which ran the whole width of the church at the boundary
of the sanctuary. It was subdivided into three parts, each corresponding to one of
the three aisles. In its initial form, this templon was made of three groups of four
colonnettes. Brehier and Orlandos date it to the beginning of the 10th c.

Protaton “B”
During the second half of the 10th c. a creative activity is noticeable on Athos.
Athanasius, the greatest figure of the Mountain’s christian history, brought with
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him a new spirit. He also took initiatives in architectural matters, constructing
large buildings for Lavra and creating, around the turn of the 10th to the 11th c.,
the first so-called Athonite type of church in the monastery’s katholikon or main
church (fig. 7). This type of church is produced by enlarging an ordinary cruciform
church with the addition of side apses, to be used as choirs (fig. 8). This new plan
owes its form to a specific need of the monastic community: namely to secure the
proper space for teams of trained singers standing on either side of the naos.

We now turn to Protaton “B”, to say that it is this new liturgical need for two
lateral spaces which emerged, for the first time, in the structural and stylistic
modifications brought by St Athanasius to Protaton “A”, as follows:

1) In each of the two lateral walls of the central nave, the second pier from the
east was removed and the two adjacent arches combined to form one large arch,
still standing today (figs. 5, 6).

2) Two transversal walls were built in each of the side aisles starting at each
end of the two new large arches thus subdividing the side aisles into three parts;
four rectangular corner compartments, and, between them, two equally
rectangular areas, to be used as choirs. Further examination of the structure
confirms that these walls postdate Protaton “A”: Indeed, one can verify that in the
south choir, the eastern wall is completely detached from the wall of the nave. The
resulting gap can be observed both from the choir-area and from the diakonikon.

3) These transverse walls have high arched openings on the longitudinal axis
of the side aisles.

Two large two-lobed windows (fig. 3), one in each of the lateral walls of the
building still light the choir and the central nave to this day. The large windows
accentuate the new transversal axis, which resulted from the formation of the side-
choirs.

These two new large arches (which are very tall) brought a new difficulty, one
of roofing, as they towered over the roofs of the side-aisles.

The following architectural solutions come to mind (fig. 9):

— One first idea would be to follow the existing side roofs and raise them to
stand above the new central arches. Thus were the roofs of the side-aisles, as of
1955.

— Or, secondly, to adopt a plan reminiscent of a cruciform church by covering
the arms of the transept (that is to say the new choirs) transversely. This scheem
leads to two further alternatives:

Barrel-vaults fitting the curves of the new arches could be constructed over
the choirs, roofed or not with timber.

Or, then the masonry-vault could be dispensed with, the choirs covered with
a simple two-pitched timber-roof.

This last alternative was advanced by Brockhaus (fig. 10) who thought
Athanasius’ initial intention was to reshape the basilica into a cruciform church
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with a cupola. When this scheme did not materialize, the building remained as a
Kuppelkirche ohne Kuppel.

Still, here are structural elements which contradict the eventual covering of
the Athanasian Protaton with vaults (fig. 11):

The lateral walls of the nave are about 88 cm. wide, whereas the distance
between them spans as much as 7 meters. These two figures give a ratio of 1:8,
between the thickness of the walls and the intervening space, which would be the
diameter of any potential barrel-vault. This ratio far exceeds the accepted extreme
of 1:5 for medieval barrel-vaults. Thus both the initial basilica and the church of
Athanasius, could only have had timber roofs.

Athanasius’ new transept-choirs are the only parts of the initial building
which require a new roof. The original roofs of all four angle compartments could
very well have been preserved as in the initial structure.

Thus the third sketch of the roof-problem (a two-pitched roof for the side-
choirs perpendicular to the central aisle), should form the accepted picture of
Athanasius’ Protaton “B” (figs. 12, 13).

Fortunately two important documents help us illustrate the form of Protaton
“B:

The first is a photograph (no 1.204) from the Archives of the Archaeological
Service, which was taken during the restoration works of 1954-55 and shows the
entire north facade. One can clearly discern the north choir, which has one wide
window in the lower section, a large two-lobed window above, an oculus decorated
with radiating bricks, a horizontal decoration at the level of the oculus made of
lozenges of bricks, and a leveling of three layers of bricks, at the level of the
intrados of the two-lobed window. On this photograph —and this is very important—
the two vertical joints which mark the limits of the transept can be noticed.

As far as dating this renovation goes, one should remember that Leon Phokas
could not have intervened except between 960 and 969, the end of his brother’s
reign. Thus the date of 965, advanced by Dolger (Monchland Athos, p. 108), seems
logical and is generally accepted.

Let us repeat that Athanasius introduced side-choirs at the Lavra katholikon
several decades later. One could be justified in thinking that the idea of
“enlarging” a church with the addition of “side-choirs” was planted in 965 with the
renovation of the Protaton, and reached maturity in the Lavra katholikon, which
became the prototype for all subsequent katholika. The sketch on fig. 14 shows a
comparative juxtaposition of the different katholika, illustrating the evolution of
the idea of the side-choirs, from the Protaton to later applications.
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Protaton “C”

The Church in its Athanasian form lasted for more than two centuries.
According to tradition, Protaton “B” was destroyed by a fire, provoked by the
Unionists and Michael Palaeologus during the late 13th c. It is said to have been
rebuilt during the reign of the emperor Andronikos Palaeologus, who reigned
between 1282 and 1328. It seems though that much of the destruction blamed on
the Unionists, are in fact a result of the Catalans, whose domination of Athos
lasted between 1307 and 1309. Still, on stylistic and iconographic grounds a date
around 1295, advanced by Xyngopoulos, after the Unionist fire, seems appropriate
for the renovations which included the marvelous paintings of Panselinos. The
latter is praised by Dionysios of Fourna, as follows:

Kir Manuel Panselinos of Thessaloniki, resplendent as the Moon, painted
sacred icons and beautiful churches on the Holy Mountain of Athos. It was he who,
excelling once in this art of painting, like the gold shining Moon in its movements,
surpassed and shadowed all earlier and later painters, as is surely shown by the
icons, painted by him on walls and panels.

The restoration of the building resulted in a fundamental change (fig. 15),
namely, the raising of the roofs of the corner-compartments, the suppression of the
transept gables and the use of continuous pitched roofs along the side-aisles, as is
usual in basilical buildings. The roofs in question were, of course, raised to the
necessary height so as to run over the arches of the nave.

Panselinos and his assistants would have painted in the now “blind” nave
under the worst possible lighting conditions, provided only from the four cross-
arms. The scaffolding would also hinder the reflected light from the floor.

There is on Mt Athos, a church very similar to Protaton “C”. It is the church
of the Hagii Anargyri (fig. 16), in the courtyard of Vatopedi. It is of the basilical
type with three aisles and a unique two-pitched roof over a blind central aisle and
two lateral aisles. This church dates from the first half of the 14th c.

The lack of light in the church of the Protaton could explain, up to a point, the
luminosity of Panselinos’ compositions and the liveliness, the joy of their
transparent colouring. It is, however, a mistake to consider such artistic
refinements in a purely practical view. The beauty of these paintings should be
seen as the result of an aesthetic motivation, that of the “special” style of the

Thessaloniki School, known as “realist”, at the beginning of the 14th c.

Protaton “D”

The Panselinos structure which we have called Protaton “C”, lasted about
another two centuries. The tilting of the soil was continuous and the walls kept
leaning. About 1500, an earthquake or some other disaster caused the monks to
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take radical measures. On the drawing showing the longitudinal section of the
building (fig. 3) one can see a serious inclination of the western wall of the nave up
to its half height, after which the wall is straightened up. The 14th c. painting is
missing on the third zone of the western wall; some traces of the red painted
border which framed the scenes decorating this area can still be discerned, at the
northern border of the western wall, above the large composition of the Dormition
of the Mother of God.

The date “shortly after 1500” is deduced from three inscriptions on the
structure itself which give dates for the construction or reconstruction of the
western narthex and its katechoumena or galleries. The first of these dated
inscriptions was located on the western wall of the naos. It is missing now but was
copied by Antonin Kapustin. The second can be found in the frame of the
Dormition in the western narthex, and the third in the fresco of the katechoumena
chapel. According to Millet’s transcription, the first inscription related that the
Hospodar Bogdan “has built everything” in 1508. After this considerable addition,
the narthex was painted in 1512 and the gallery in 1526, according to the other two
inscriptions!. Thus, it was during the first quarter of the 16th c. and with the help of
Moldavian princes that the church, with the addition of the western narthex,
resulted in Protaton “D”.

The extension which is known as the north narthex (fig. 17) and which
Smyrnakis dates to 1534, also rightly belongs to this phase. It is the work of Protos
Serapheim who, according to the Vita by the monk Theophanis:

erected the narthex of the Protaton from the foundations and the belfry and
painted the church.

According to Millet, the painting in question dates from 1508 and was
misidentified by Uspenski as of 1534.

The north door, which leads into the north-east compartment, might have
been opened in this occasion; its frame is a reuse of sculpted marble, in a style that
reminds one of regions further north. It is possible that the south door of the west
compartment, might also have been cut at the same time. An inscription says that
it was renovated in 1726. At present, it has been partially blocked to form a
window.

The blocking up of the arch over the entrance to the prothesis should also be
attributed to the Protaton “D” phase. A fissure in the north part reveals the red
border of the 14th c. painting. A fresco of the Annunciation and a 1686 inscription
naming Zosimas decorate the new surface above the prothesis-entrance.

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The wooden ikonostasion, dated to 1611, should also be attributed to this
period. This superb example of the wood-carver’s art was removed in 1955 by the
Archaeological Service in order to uncover the initial marble templon. It is now
rehabilitated and on display on the stair-landing of the Holy Community Building,
in Karyes.

Protaton “E”

One last phase still remains to be discussed, the Protaton as it stood up until
the 1955 restoration by the Archaeological Service. This is how the building
appears in photographs from the 19th and early 20th c. published by Millet, Délger
and Georgiewski, as well as in the photo of the exterior north wall and the Megaw
sketch (figs. 12, 13). Another Millet photo, dating from 1917 (fig. 18), offers a very
clear view of the interior of Protaton “E”. The frescoes trail off in the fourth zone,
at about the height of the Ancestors’ haloed heads. Then there is a “belt” of white-
wash and above this a line of small square windows below the flat wooden ceiling.
The study of such photos reveals that there were ten such windows in each of the
longitudinal walls. In these photos of the interior of the nave, we observe that the
frescoes’ upper limit follows an ascending slope from west to east. Above this
slope, the alignment of the small windows is horizontal, indicating that the limit of
the frescoes is actually descending from east to west. This arrangement proves that
what stands above the frescoes is a later addition to the building decorated by
Panselinos.

Smyrnakis gives the year 1802 as the date for the renovation of the roof.

Protaton “F”

The final trasformation, which resulted in the church we see today (Protaton
“F”) took place with the works of restoration and consolidation carried out by the
Greek Archaeological Service during 1954 and 1955. During this intervention,
which included cleaning the frescoes, priority was given to matters of construction
and aesthetics. The clerestory over the nave was raised for a second time (by 1.30
m) and light inundates the nave, enhancing the fresco decoration. The side gables
once removed from the transept have been reinstated. The new roofs have been
set horizontally and constructed in reinforced concrete, though their design
follows the timber construction. The initial marble templon has been restored to
the central compartment. The frescoes have been cleaned and restored and show
the brilliance of Panselinos’ talent.

These interventions should be considered positive, because they enhance the
monument. The new central nave, in its raised form, is reminiscent of the 10th c.
shape. The side gables continue to remind us of the essential character of
Athanasius’ church, although they no longer stand at their initial height.
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Conclusion

To conclude this brief examination of the oldest church on Athos, a building
extant for eleven centuries, we can summarize the six stages of its transformation
as follows:

Protaton “A”: (ca. 900-ca. 965) The Church of the Elders. A three-aisled
basilica with a wooden roof, interior piers and raised central nave with clerestory.

Protaton “B”: (ca. 965-ca. 1300) The creation of Athanasius. A three-aisled
basilica with a wooden roof, modified to provide for lateral spaces as choirs, this
being the first instance of Athanasius’ architectural thought, concerning side-
choirs.

Protaton “C”: (14th and 15th c.) The church painted by Panselinos. It is a
modification of Athanasius’ structure. A three-aisled basilica with blind nave, and
a unified two-pitched roof.

Protaton “D”: (16th, 17th, 18th c.) The same building as before, to which a
western and northern narthex and a tall wooden iconostasis were added.

Protaton “E”: (1802-1955) The church of the 19th c., the one that most
scholars of Athos came to know. It is the same building of the 18th c., with the
clerestory elevated, and new roofs.

Protaton “F”: (1955-to the present) The church as restored by the
Archaeological Service. Raised roofs in reinforced concrete imitating a timber
construction. Gables both for the central roof and the side ends of the transept.
North arched portico, which replaced the 16th c. northern narthex. Reinstatement
of the initial marble templon. Cleaning and restoration of the frescoes.

New Artistic and Spiritual Trends in the Proskynetaria Fresco Icons of
Manuel Panselinos, the Protaton

The katholikon of the Protaton at Karyes on Mount Athos was rebuilt and
decorated during the time of Andronikos II Palaiologos; its frescoes were painted
by the legendary artist, Manuel Panselinos, around 1290-1300!. In the murals of the
naos, the two proskynetaria fresco icons of Christ and the Virgin manifest the
artistic and devotional change that occurred in Byzantine art during the last
decades of the thirteenth century (figs. 1-4). This paper will discuss these icons,
their design, iconography, and new message to the monastic community of Mount
Athos.

The images of Christ and the Virgin are located on the eastern wall and on
both sides of the sanctuary screen. Because the images are enclosed in luxurious
carved and painted frames they become part of the decorative program of the naos
and the templon screen, even though they are painted in fresco. The Virgin is

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placed on the north side of the templon screen, whereas Christ is on its south side.
Both Christ and the Virgin are depicted frontally and seated on elaborately carved
thrones. The Virgin wears a blue tunic and a purple maphorion with golden fringes.
The Christ child is clad in a yellow ochre himation with a red ochre belt. In the
south icon, Christ is wearing a pale purple tunic and a blue himation similar to the
color of the icon’s background.

Fresco or mosaic icons of Christ and the Virgin are often found as pairs in
Byzantine church decoration after Iconoclasm; these are usually located on the
eastern wall of the naos and on both sides of the church sanctuary?2. Because of the
destruction of monuments in Constantinople, most of the surviving examples of
such icons are known from the Byzantine provinces3. In some cases icons of Christ
and the Virgin are enclosed in painted frames, as in the church of Panagia
Arakiotissa (ca. 1192) at Lagoudera, Cyprus4, or the early fourteenth century
frescoes of Panagia Olympiotissa at Elasson (ca. 1303) in Greece (figs. 5-7)5. Some
icons of Christ and the Virgin were enclosed in luxurious frames carved in marble
or stucco. Their presence in Constantinople is evident in the twelfth century
Kalenderhane Camii® and the fourteenth century Kariye Camii’. Similar marble

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or stucco frames are found also in the Byzantine provinces, especially in the
Balkans in the church at Nerezi (c. 1164)8, Studenica (1313/1314)9, and Staro Na-
gori¢inol0.

Panselinos’ icons of Christ and the Virgin belong to the tradition of icons
enclosed in sculptural frames. The shape and design of his frames have distinct
features. Panselinos’ icon frames are crowned by semicircular arches supported by
double colonnettes with knots and carved capitals!!l. Carved and painted in blue
and purple, these frames appear as a part of the original architectural setting of the
icons. A close parallel to the frames of the Protaton icons is found in the mosaic
icons of Christ and the Virgin from the church of Porta Panagia, near Trikkala in
Greece, dated to around 1283 (figs. 8-10)!2. The sculptural decorations of these
frames are similar: the latter are crowned by semicircular arches supported by
double colonnettes with knots and carved capitals. The difference between the
Protaton icons and the Porta Panagia icons is in their proportions. Contrasting
with the traditional elongated rectangular frames of the Porta Panagia icons, the
Protaton icons have shorter and wider frames.

Another important aspect is the compositional layout of these icons on the
eastern wall of the church in relation to the templon screen. The Porta Panagia
panels are placed very low, about half a meter from floor level!3. They are lower
than the location of the templon icons. The Protaton icons are elevated more than
one meter from floor level. Although they are on the same level as the templon
icons, they are slightly higher and wider, which makes them dominant among the
devotional icons in the nave. The layout of these icons and their carved and
painted frames visually unite them with the templon screen. Changing the shape
and proportions of the traditional elongated standing figures of Christ and the
Virgin, the artist of the Protaton icons made them closer to the devotional icons

which were either hung or painted on the wall, or stood in the nave on a special
stand.

A close look at both icons also reveals new features in the iconography of
these images. In order to enclose the two figures of Christ and the Virgin in wide
rectangular panels and make them different from their elongated standing
prototypes, the artist of the Protaton icons depicted them enthroned. We do not
know of any other representations of both Christ and the Virgin enthroned in this
particular location in the church. In rare instances only one image, either Christ or
the Virgin, can be found enthroned!4.

In the Protaton icons both Christ and the Virgin sit on elaborately carved
wooden thrones. This type of throne, with a carved back, is not found in the
surviving monumental decorations from the churches of Constantinople. Christ is
depicted seated on a backless jeweled throne in the Deesis in Hagia Sophia, dated
to the last decades of the thirteenth century!5, in the apse mosaic of the Virgin
Pammakaristos (ca. 1310)'6, and in the mosaic lunette depicting Theodore
Metochites before Christ Enthroned in the monastery church of Chora (ca. 1313-
1320)!7. The wooden thrones in the Protaton icons are similar to the two icons of
the Kahn and Mellon Madonnas from the National Gallery in Washington D.C.
(figs. 11-12), and the Virgin enthroned in the apse of the parecclesion of St.
Euthymios in the cathedral of St. Demetrius in Thessaloniki dated to ca. 130318. It

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has been suggested that the painting technique of the Kahn Madonna is typical of
Byzantine painting!®, while the technique of the Mellon Madonna points to a
Western artist20. Nevertheless, scholars agree that both panels were made for
Western patrons. R. Corrie further suggested that the wooden chairs in the Kahn
and Mellon Madonnas could have come from Byzantine models which are found
in the art of this period2!. Although the shape of the chairs in the Kahn and Mellon
Madonnas is different from that in the Protaton icons, their style suggests that they
were produced at the same time as the Protaton icons. All the chairs have similar
architectural details and decorative motifs, such as a row of onion-shaped details
on the top edge of their backs.

Although similar in some decorative elements to the aforementioned icons,
the chairs of the Protaton icons have a distinct shape. Christ’s throne has a
semicircular back while the Virgin’s throne has an angular one; the latter feature
is rare among surviving examples from this period. Furthermore, the back of the
Virgin’s chair in the Protaton icon is covered with a white embroidered veil?2. The
closest parallel to the shape of the Virgin’s chair and the veil is found in the church
of the Virgin Peribleptos (St. Klement) in Ochrid dated 1294-95 and painted by the
artists Michael Astrapas and Eutychios (fig. 13)23. Here, the Virgin is depicted in

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the lunette above the door in the narthex, illustrating the strophe for the Nativity
of Christ, in the Akathistos. The angular back of the throne is slightly modified in
comparison to the Virgin’s throne in the Protaton but has a similar white
embroidered veil24. Another example of an angular throne comes from the church
of Bogorodica Ljeviska, in Serbia, dated to the early fourteenth century and
painted by the same artist, Astrapas2’. Clearly, the artists known as Panselinos, and
Michael Astrapas, and Eutychios —the artists of the Peribleptos cathedral and the
church of Bogorodica Ljeviska— were using a similar model for the throne with the
white veil. We know that the artists who decorated the church of the Virgin
Peribleptos were from Thessaloniki?. They were later invited by King Milutin to
paint some of his numerous churches. In fact, Astrapas belonged to a prestigious
artistic family in the city of Thessaloniki. The origins of Panselinos, Michael
Astrapas, and Eutychios in the same artistic milieu in Thessaloniki might explain
their use of the same model for the throne and the white veil in the Protaton
cathedral, the church of Peribleptos, and Bogorodica Ljeviska. Moreover, in all

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three cases the Virgin occupies an important position in the church decoration
since she was the patron of all of them. The use of the white veil, the symbol of the
Virgin’s purity, further emphasizes the important role of the Virgin in the
katholikon of Mount Athos, where the Virgin was particularly venerated?’. Thus, it
is clear that the model for the angular shape of the Virgin’s throne in the Protaton
icon was developed in the Balkans, most likely in Thessaloniki where all the above-
mentioned artists came from.

There are also new iconographic details in the representations of Christ and
the Virgin. In earlier examples, as in the Panagia of Elasson, the Virgin of the
Paraklesis type holds a scroll and prays for forgiveness of sins28. Unlike these
models, both Christ and the Virgin in the Protaton are oriented frontally to the
beholder. Similar representations are found in the mosaic panels in the church of
Porta Panagia?d. There, the panels depict the traditional standing images of Christ
and the Virgin but in the new fashion: they are depicted frontally, oriented toward
the audience of the church, like the enthroned images of the Protaton.

If we look only at the Virgin, we could say that the artist of the Protaton
constructed her image as a traditional Hodegetria type. Another contemporary
example of such an icon is the above-mentioned image from the church of the
Virgin Peribleptos in Ochrid. Because the Virgin is enthroned, Christ is comforta-
bly seated on her knees. This is further emphasized by the realistic rendering of
both figures. A new element is that the Virgin holds the child’s left shoulder, while
her right arm gently touches the child’s right knee. A somewhat different version
of the Virgin’s hands touching the Christ child is noticeable in the Porta Panagia
panels, where the mosaicist also created intimate contact between the Virgin and
the Child. In the Porta Panagia icon, the Virgin holds Christ’s leg and he holds her
veil. In the Protaton, the artist depicted a different gesture: the Virgin’s right hand
is gently touching the child’s right leg. The artist clearly visualized Christ seated on
the Virgin’s lap. These small details add reality to the human context of the images
and show the inner connection between the mother and the son.

The particular gesture of the Virgin’s right hand touching the child’s knee is
rarely found in thirteenth- and fourteenth-century Byzantine icons, because few of

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them survived. One example is the fresco icon of the Virgin Hodegetria from
Gradac (ca. 1276)30 and a fourteenth-century icon from the Byzantine Museum in
Athens (fig. 14)31. Although it has been suggested that this gesture came from
Western models, particularly the Duccio panel of Madonna Ruccelai from the
Uttizi, Florence, dated ca. 128532, scholars have argued that the gesture was
already known in pre-iconoclast images of the Virgin in Byzantium33. It is, how-
ever, noteworthy that this gesture of the Virgin’s right hand touching the child’s
right knee is also found on earlier Middle Byzantine types such as the Eleousa34.
I'would like to suggest here that, although adopted from these earlier iconographic
types of the Virgin, this gesture received a more realistic rendering in the
thirteenth century. All earlier Byzantine examples show the Virgin’s hand with
straight fingers. In contrast, in the Panselinos’ Virgin one can see a different
manner of depicting the Virgin’s hand. The second finger is slightly curved and
there is a split between the second and third fingers. The bent second finger makes
the gesture of touching more natural. Clearly this humanized gesture, showing an
intimate relationship between mother and son, also appealed to Western patrons.
The surviving mosaics, frescoes, and icons of the Virgin and Christ child in the West
offer numerous examples of this gesture, especially in the second part of the
thirteenth century. We see them in the thirteenth-century Kahn and Mellon
Madonnas from the National Gallery, Washington D.C.35, the Duccio panel of the
Ruccelai Madonna from the Uffizi in Florence36, the mosaics of San Crisogono
(last quarter of the thirteenth century)3’, Sta. Maria Maggiore (ca. 1298)38, Sta.
Maria Minerva (ca. 1304)3, all in Rome, and many others. Although the gesture
itself was most likely of Byzantine origin, western artists reinterpreted it according

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to the taste of their patrons, making it more realistic and human. It could be that
this way of depicting the Virgin’s hand, already noticeable in the above mentioned
fresco icon of the Hodegetria from Gradac (ca. 1276), may have been adopted by
Byzantine artists from the West. It seems that Panselinos was aware of Byzantine
models of the Virgin and child, so faithfully copied by artists in Italy, and was at the
same time acquainted with the Western versions of this gesture. The artistic
exchange between Byzantium and the West was increasing during and after the
Crusader period.

The orientation of the images of the Protaton Christ and the Virgin —their
faces and glances turned to the beholder- is an important iconographic feature.
Christ and the Virgin invite the beholder to have personal contact, and this adds a
new psychological dimension.

The artist’s attempt to create a bond between the beholder and the images
could likely be inspired by the teachings of spiritual leaders, especially Athonite
church fathers like St. Athanasius and Theoleptus of Philadelphia40. Among other
things, they wrote on the importance of having direct contact with Christ.
Theoleptus was active in Constantinople during the reign of Andronikos II
Palaiologos. His Treatise of Prayer was addressed to the princess Irene Eulogia
Choumnaina, the abbess of the monastery of Philanthropos Soter in Constanti-
nople, and to the nuns of the monastery4!. In this Treatise, Theoleptus emphasized
the importance of the human eye which provides contact between the human
mind and Christ:

If the knowledge that accomplishes prayer is absent and if one offering
supplication is not present before the one who is able to console, how will the soul
receive sweetness?| |

For the purpose of clarification I propose two images respectively, contem-
plation in the mind occupied in remembrance of God, and the proper quality of the
discursive intellect occupied in pure prayer; namely, the bodily eye and the tongue.

The pupil is related to the eye and the utterance of a word to the tongue in the same
way as remembrance is related to the mind and prayer to the discursive intellect. Just
as the eye enjoys the visible object through the sense of sight, makes no sound and
receives knowledge of the object seen by the experience of seeing, so too the mind

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that through remembrance approaches God in love clinging to him with a fervent
disposition and in silence of the utterly simply mental act is illuminated by the divine
radiance...42.

Thus the new teaching of the church fathers, especially on Mount Athos where
these ideas originated, no doubt played a part in the construction of new types of
images, like the ones painted by Panselinos. These images better corresponded to
contemporary theological ideas of the church.

Of some importance in this connection is the text of the Gospel book in the
hands of Christ, conveying the new context of these images. The text is from
Matthew 11:29-30. “Lean from me, for I am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will
find rest for your souls. For my yoke is easy and my burden is light.” The use of this
passage is rare in Byzantine art. There is, however, another relevant example found
on the Gospel book in the hands of Christ in the panel near the sanctuary from the
naos of Kariye Camii, the monastery of Chora (figs. 15-16)43. The text in Christ’s
book here is from Matthew 11: 27-28, and it reads: “Come unto me, all ye that labor
and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest”44. This text became popular at a later
period; it can be seen in the fourteenth and fifteenth century icons of Christ
Pantocrator in the Balkans and Russia4>. Both verses, the one from the mosaic of
Christ in Chora and the one from the fresco of Christ from the Protaton belong to
the same Gospel passage. The verses of Matthew 11: 27-30 were read on Saturday
of the meatless week before the Great Lent. The core of this passage is the
merciful Christ, who promises rest for the souls of the faithful. Theoleptus of
Philadelphia commented on it in this sermon:

“When the Lord rests content in the good disposition of your soul, he will
grant you rest from the burden of anger and rancor, lifting it up and removing it
from you, for he will lighten your soul with wings of love and reconciliation”. And
later he said: “For scripture says, Come all you who labor and are heavily burdened
and I will give you rest”4. Another passage further explains the context of this text:
“Sisters, lets us labor in the present age that we may find rest in the age to come,

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because if we labor a little while, we shall find eternal rest. Jesus who leads us on
the heavenly pass, proves this through the work he did”47.

Sermons like the ones of Theoleptus of Philadelphia were probably common
in the monastic communities on Mount Athos, where the new religious teaching
stimulated closer communication of the beholder with Christ43. That is why, most
likely, these sermons stimulated the reinterpretation of images at Protaton and in
the Chora icons. The teaching of the church fathers was important for
understanding the process of construction of new images.

In conclusion, an examination of the two proskynetaria icons shows that the
artist chose the format of devotional icons which emphasized their devotional
character. Large in size, these icons had paramount importance for the main
katholikon on Mount Athos, especially because of its dedication to the Virgin. The
introduction of a new gesture by the Virgin added a humanistic dimension to her
image.

By orienting both Christ and the Virgin toward the faithful in the church, the
artist created an important bond between the image and the beholder. Panselinos’
Christ promises the beholders peace and rest in their eternal life; his Virgin adds
to the human aspect of the Theotokos and her Divine Son. These proskynetaria
icons offered the monastic community of Mount Athos new solutions. No doubt
they were inspired by the Athonite religious leaders, who were behind the artistic
production of the Holy Mountain. The reign of Andronikos II was marked by
difficult economic conditions, political troubles, and poverty. During this period,
new images such as Panselinos’ Christ and the Virgin, offered Byzantine society
the new virtue of humility and relief from the burden of sins.

Tales of Two Cities:
The Patronage of Early Palaeologan Art and Architecture in
Constantinople and Thessaloniki

In the history of the study of late and post-Byzantine art, a continuing concern
has been the identification of regional schools. In this regard, Gabriel Millet set the
problem and determined its history for decades. In 1916, Millet argued that there
were two basic schools of painting, those of Crete and Macedonia, associated,
respectively, with Theophanes the Cretan and Manuel Panselinos, the focus of our
conference. Both painters, Millet thought, were active in the sixteenth centuryl.
While many aspects of Millet’s original hypothesis were shown to be false, his
scheme lived on, perhaps facilitated, as Otto Demus observed, by a general
fascination with polarities of all sorts in the first half of the twentieth century2. In
art history, the prime example would be the dualistic formal categories of Heinrich
Wolfflin of 19153, and in linguistics, that foundational text of structuralism, the
Cours de linguistique générale of Ferdinand de Saussure from 1916. In Byzantine
art history, the concern for duality appears in the controversies surrounding Josef
Strzygowski’s Orient oder Rom#* or in Charles Rufus Morey’s theories about the
art of Alexandria and Antiochs.

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After World War II, this penchant to categorize art under opposing regional
categories had other consequences. To Millet’s two schools was added nationalism,
yielding new interpretations of Palacologan art that emphasized the contributions
of nation states. Behind these developments lay the formation of national
museums and the creation of the concept of the artistic/national monument. Both
were the contributions of Western European nationalism in the nineteenth
century, and both were soon incorporated into the emerging discipline of art
history6. This appropriation and transformation of medieval churches into
monuments undoubtedly contributed to their preservation, aided pragmatically by
the creation of national departments of antiquities. But the same developments
also tied the history of those churches and many of their historians firmly to the
nation state. The consequences were not always positive, or necessarily confined in
the distant past, for art historical narratives, like many others, act to legitimate
nation and monument and their mutual interaction.

It is against this general cultural background that I would like to situate a
seminal essay of André Xyngopoulos, Thessalonique et la peinture macédonienne
of 1955. Dedicating the book to his mentor Millet, Xyngopoulos introduced
Millet’s two schools and briefly compared monumental Macedonian painting to
what he knew of painting in Constantinople’. But his main concern was to survey
the large amount of newly discovered Palaeologan painting in northern Greece
and Yugoslavia and to argue that Thessaloniki was the center for this artistic
activity. The enthusiasm of this professor at the University of Thessaloniki for the
art of his city was genuine, and it was warranted by the multiple significances of an
art that he did much to make more widely known. Yet in applying the word
“Macedonian”, taken from a venerable art historical scholarship, to cultural mo-
numents of a region of contested identities, Xyngopoulos associated an art
historical concept with a political sphere that remains charged to this days.

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The debates that followed Xyngopoulos’ book sometimes shed more heat
than light®. As a result, later Western European scholars tended to pass over these
matters as quickly as they could, choosing to emphasize broader, empire-wide
trends. Thus when Otto Demus reviewed the historiography of Palaeologan art in
1975, he sidestepped the controversies and largely ignored regional variation10, as
did Hans Belting, whose 1978 account is organized by strict chronology!!. This
pan-empire perspective, itself, has its own cultural/political frame, namely
internationalism. The latter was the position of certain members of the Viennese
school of art history, the tradition in which Demus was trained!2, and it became the
orthodoxy for European and American elites after World War II.

My purpose in introducing this essay in this fashion is not to intrude into
sensitive notions of cultural identity, nor to resurrect old academic debates. Rather
I want to suggest that Western European and American scholars, as a consequence
of all of the above, have tended to ignore problems of regionalism and have
overlooked the contributions of a book that has direct relevance to our confe-
rence. Prominent in Xyngopoulos’ study are the frescoes of the Protaton, traditio-
nally attributed to Panselinos and rightly connected with those of the Euthymios
Chapel in Thessaloniki from 1302/313, In the decades since Xyngopoulos wrote,
much has been learned about the Palacologan art of Thessaloniki and nearby
regions, but his work retains its value. Xyngopoulos knew well the above
monuments, as well as the others so relevant to the art of the period, for example,

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the frescoes of Kallierges in Veroial4 and the churches by the painting team of
Michael Astrapas and Eutychios in what then was Byzantium and Serbials.

What he obviously could not know were future publications on the frescoes
and mosaics of the churches of the Choral6, St. Euphemial?, and the Pamma-
karistos in Constantinople!8 and the existence of illuminated manuscripts that
could be assigned to Constantinople and Thessaloniki!®. As my contribution to our
discussions on Manuel Panselinos and his age, I would like to review and
synthesize recent scholarship on the art and architecture of these two cities and, in
the process to reaffirm Xyngopoulos’ contention that the art of Constantinople
and Thessaloniki can indeed be distinguished. First, I will explore these differences
formally, as Xyngopoulos did, then consider patronage and its historical contexts,
and finally ponder the consequences of patronage patterns for the social
significances of art in the two cities.

Starting with what I know best, I juxtapose two portraits of the evangelist
Matthew. The first comes from a Gospel book that was completed in 1289/90 by
the scribe Theodore Hagiopetrites, but most likely was painted by an anonymous
miniaturist (fig. 1). Elsewhere I have argued that Hagiopetrites’ extensive oeuvre
should be localized in Thessaloniki20. The second Matthew (fig. 2) is found in a
Vatican manuscript that contains the monogram of a female member of the
Palaeologan family and thereby provides a name to attach to a set of inter-related
manuscripts, now known as the Palaeologina group?!. These latter books can be
attributed to late thirteenth-century Constantinople. One evangelist sits upright,
the other reclines more, but both are hunched over the books that they are
copying. Their rounded shoulders and capacious bodies exemplify what has
generally been called the Volume or Monumental Style of early Palaeologan

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painting. Thus both images belong to the same stylistic current, as defined by the
formal categories that prevail in modern scholarship.

In the present context, what interests me are not the similarities among this
material, but their differences. The Vatican Matthew forms a tight, compact mass
that floats on a field of gold, because not only the background, but also the
accompanying furniture is mostly golden. The delicately painted face, firmly
demarcated contours, and tightly-drawn lines on the body describe the figure with
precision. In contrast, the Gottingen Matthew is more loosely painted, and his face
more softly rendered, all of which yields a more volumetric figure, especially when
seen in color?2. The substantial furniture and background architecture create a
spatially illusionistic setting that surrounds the figure and gives an entirely
different character to the miniature. Similar differences apply to the other
portraits in the two manuscripts.

Hagiopetrites’ second Gospel book with miniatures is Mt. Athos, Pantocrator
47 of 1300/0123. Executed by a different artist, the Pantocrator evangelists have
close affinities with the evangelist portraits painted at the Protaton church about
a decade earlier and with the work of Michael Astrapas and Eutychios at the
church of the Peribleptos in Ochrid from 1294/95. The closest resemblance is
among the representations of John. In all three examples, the evangelist sits with
his body turned to the right, while twisting his head and ear back to catch the
divine inspiration, coming from the upper left. The small miniature in the
manuscript (fig. 3) and the large fresco at Mt. Athos (fig. 4) also share specific
details of drapery, the position of the feet, and especially the rendition of John’s
head as large and sculptural. This head type and pose are also found at Ochrid?4.

What all three images share is an origin in the artistic culture of Thessaloniki.
To follow Xyngopoulos and others, the frescoes of the Protaton and the
Peribleptos are the work of painters whose training and practice was centered in
that city. Yet only the manuscript was actually made there. The craft of mosaics or
frescoes required artists to travel to the available commissions, but during the
Middle Ages, east and west, only certain larger urban areas or major monasteries
could provide the necessary patronage to support artistic practice over time?25.
Thus, after completing the commissions at Athos and Ochrid, their painters

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presumably returned home to Thessaloniki, where they or their colleagues de-
corated the Euthymios chapel in 1302/3. But they also continued to be available to
travel to other commissions, as the Astrapas atelier did a few years later.

At issue in the various competing models of national or ethnic origins of this
art is the mobility or immobility of artists of the period. I would argue that
Palaeologan painters largely resided in major centers. Only in such a place would
there be demand for the variety of media, frescoes, icons, miniatures, in which a
Palaeologan artist worked26, and only in a larger city would there be the steady
demand over decades that would engender and support local styles. To such a
metropolitan center, patrons from outlying regions would come to engage artists,
and we know, for example, of patrons traveling great distances to Constantinople
in order to persuade a Byzantine painter to return with them?’. Because the
presence of such artists was not common, it was a point of pride or status, and thus
their origin was noted, as in the cases of two fourteenth-century painters from
Constantinople and Pera, who were active in GenoaZ28. But for those who worked
closer to the center, their place of origin or ethnicity was less noteworthy and thus
ignored, as, for example, the painters of the Peribleptos in Ochrid. At least the
latter left their signatures behind; in the most active centers of Palacologan art,
Constantinople or Thessaloniki, the names of fresco painters are not found with
their work?.

The careers of Palaeologan scribes were different. A few did change
residences, one case being the contemporary scribe Michael Lulludes who fled to
Crete after his native city of Ephesus was captured by the Turks30. But his was an
exceptional situation. Most scribes, many of whom were monks, did not travel as
extensively as fresco painters. Instead, it was the books themselves that moved, as
in the case of the library of Nikephoros Moschopoulos removed from Constanti-
nople in 130531, But because manuscripts are so portable, the attribution of these

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usually unsigned and undated objects is seldom easy; hence the importance of the
oeuvre of Hagiopetrites and his association with Thessaloniki.

As these foregoing comparisons demonstrate, painting in Thessaloniki shares
certain elements that transcend medium or scale. The same is true for the art of
Constantinople, a matter well studied now thanks to the work on the Palaeologina
group by Belting and Buchthal. They worked carefully to establish a Zeitstil for
their miniatures, but many of their comparisons can also be used for other
purposes. In particular, the portrait of John from the eponymous Gospels (fig. 5)
may be productively contrasted with the corresponding evangelist in the Pantocra-
tor manuscript (fig. 3), which Buchthal and Belting knew, and the Goéttingen
volume, which had not yet been introduced into the discussion32. Once more, the
image from Constantinople is less spatially illusionistic and more precisely
defined.

Comparing the scenes of the Baptism of Christ at the Protaton (fig. 6), the
church of the Holy Apostles in Thessaloniki33, and the Pammakaristos church in
Constantinople (fig. 7) leads to similar conclusions. In the two works of the school
of Thessaloniki, a pronounced sense of plasticity or sculptural values characterizes
the treatment of the nude body of Christ and the deep, three-dimensional land-
scapes that surround him. In contrast, the scene of the Baptism at the Constanti-
nopolitan Pammakaristos appears more formal, linear, and thus decorative, and
flatter and less spatially insistent. There the bent, compacted figure of John the
Baptist is a good match for the evangelists of the Gospels of the Palaeologina (figs.
2,5), another sign that this group of manuscripts were produced in Constantinople.
In the two examples from the school of Thessaloniki, the same pronounced regard
for the sculptural qualities of the human head and beard prevails and contrasts
markedly with the flat, schematic linearism of the prophets in the dome of the
Pammakaristos. The latter comparisons were the types that Xyngopoulos
preferred, and he offered other examples of the differences between the Holy
Apostles in Thessaloniki and the church of the Chora in Constantinople34.

While Demus thought that the Holy Apostles represented the work of
mosaicists from Constantinople35, I am inclined to agree with Xyngopoulos that

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this art is embedded in the city of its making36. Thessaloniki evidently had no lack
of artistic talent. Because frescoes of the Euthymios chapel correspond so closely
to the Protaton, it can be concluded that Michael Doukas Glabas Tarchaneiotes
and his wife Mary commissioned local painters to decorate their small addition to
the grand basilica of St. Demetrios. And when the same Mary honored her
deceased husband with a funeral chapel at the Pammakaristos church in Con-
stantinople, the artists chosen, I would argue, were again local, that is, Constanti-
nopolitan, because once again, Xyngopoulos’ comparisons are compelling3’. In
these cases, the aristocrats were more mobile than the painters. Such was the
standard state of affairs in western Europe from the period of the peripatetic
Carolingian and Ottoman courts to the late Middle Ages of the Duc de Berry.
The differences that I have sought to draw between the miniature and
monumental painting in Thessaloniki and Constantinople may be described in
various ways. Formally, the distinction between the portraits of Hagiopetrites’
Gospel book of 1289/90 (fig. 1) and those of the Palaeologina’s Gospels of the late
thirteenth century (figs. 2, 5) is nicely captured by the venerable art historical
categories of Wolfflin, linear and planar vs. painterly and spatial, provided that
these categories are used heuristically and without aesthetic judgment. In the brief
initial chapter of his book, Xyngopoulos contrasted the two schools by means of
comparisons between the then poorly visible church of the Chora in the capital
and with the Holy Apostles in Thessaloniki. In the process, he offered various
characterizations of the two painting manners. Following the lead of Millet,
Xyngopoulos concluded that Constantinople represented idealism and acade-
micism, and the Macedonian school realism and the love of life and movement38.
These are scarcely neutral terms, and they resemble oppositional categories that
have motivated art history as far back as Vasari. More recently, the contrast of
realism and love of life with its opposite was the frame in which nineteenth-
century European critics contrasted the medieval art of western Europe with that
of Byzantium, and it fits into an even larger context of Orientalism. Thus by these
terms, Xyngopoulos characterizes the school of Macedonian as western and
progressive and that of Constantinople as eastern and conservative. Once more,
modern systems of difference are being applied where they are scarcely relevant.

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How, then, should the artistic production of the two cities be contrasted? One
method, I suggest, is to use this formalistic discourse only for the purposes of
classification and to look further into the history, topography, and patronage of the
two locales. To a large extent this has already been surveyed in the excellent
scholarship on the history and topography of the two cities during the later Middle
Ages¥. Yet, with the exception of some remarks in two fine papers by Marcus
Rautman??, the cities have not been compared and few have tried to provide a
larger historical context for Xyngopoulos’ thesis.

To begin, the most obvious difference between the first and second cities of
the empire is their differing encounters with the Latins. Thessaloniki’s travail came
first. Eustathios, bishop of Thessaloniki, described in considerable detail the sack
by the Normans in 1185 and the great slaughter that ensued. During the night of
August 23, the walls were breached, and the next day, the city was overrun. After
being “subjected to the usual ravages of war”, bodies lay everywhere, but by the
afternoon of the “day of capture”, at the order of the Norman counts “the majority
of the murders and pillagings and the greater part of the other calamities had
ceased”. Many of those that survived were left homeless, because the Normans
appropriated their houses, reserving the finest for the leaders*!. While the
sufferings endured by the people of Thessaloniki were undeniably great, the actual
occupation was comparatively brief. In the middle of November, the Normans
withdrew#2, and later when Eustathios delivered his address on the horrors of the
sack, new inhabitants had already arrived.

After the Crusaders captured Constantinople in 1204, an army set out for the
regions to the west. Doubtlessly learning of the prowess of the Latins and the

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destruction of the capital, the inhabitants of Thessaloniki surrendered their city,
and the Crusaders confirmed “all her customary privileges”44. Twenty years later
Theodore of Epiros re-established Greek control. In Thessaloniki, he had himself
crowned Emperor of the Romans and went about forming a Byzantine court that
rivaled that of Nicaea. Nevertheless, after two more decades had passed,
Thessaloniki became part of the Empire of Nicaea, when John Vatatzes entered
the city without opposition, thanks to local support45.

Thessaloniki, therefore, passed through the difficult first half of the thirteenth
century with frequent political changes, but without serious consequences for the
city itself. The relatively brief occupation by the Normans had caused great harm
to the citizens of Thessaloniki, but the urban fabric of the city was not severely
affected?s. Similarly, archaeologists have not detected signs of the twenty years of
Crusader occupation of the city and have concluded that its “Byzantine character
was never affected”7. Most monastic foundations survived the Frankish period*s.
From the later thirteenth to the middle of the fourteenth centuries, Thessaloniki
flourished, and until the Turkish threat and conquest in the fifteenth century, the
city remained Byzantine.

The contrast with Constantinople in the thirteenth century could hardly be
greater. Its disastrous encounter with the Latins came two decades after
Thessaloniki’s, but lasted much longer, and the effects on the city were more
devastating. Before the Crusaders ransacked the city, much damage was inflicted
by two fires that were set in July and August of 1203. A smaller blaze accompanied
the Crusader’s final breach of the walls and the pillaging of the city in April 1204.
All together between one-sixth and one-third of the city burnt, but because most
fires could be outrun, there probably was little loss of life. However, the human
cost and the physical destruction were great, especially since it was immediately
followed by the sack of the city*°. In the ensuing decades before Michael VIII
entered triumphantly in 1261, Constantinople suffered greatly. Bronze statues
were melted down, building materials stripped from structures, works of art

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shipped off to Venice, relics appropriated and in some cases sold, and, of course,
anything of gold and silver was looted. In addition, two strong earthquakes
occurred in 1231 and 1237 and affected major structures to the extent that the
Nicaean emperor John III Vatatzes paid for the restoration of the church of the
Holy Apostles5!. Many monasteries and churches were taken over by the Latins,
whose control was fatal to at least one community, that of the famous monastery
of the Stoudios“2. As many as nineteen monasteries and eight churches were more
or less devastated during the Latin period either by active destruction or passive
neglect. Seven of these churches were restored after 126153,

So much construction and restoration was necessary when Greek control was
re-established, that Michael VIII styled himself the New Constantine54. But as the
detailed survey by Kidonopoulos makes clear, far more activity took place during
the reign of Andronikos II. For example between 1261 and 1328, seventeen
monasteries were restored, but fifteen of these date to the period of Andronikos.
Given the needs of the city, most architecture in this period in Constantinople
consisted of renovations and additions to older churchesss. The patrons of these
projects were more likely to be aristocrats than either the emperor, his family, or
church officials. Kidonopoulos finds the same pattern holds for new foundations
as well. Monasteries remained associated with leading families across several
generationsS¢. Consequently, provisions for burial and commemoration of
members of those families are common in early Palaeologan Constantinople from
the Lips monastery, renewed by the widow of Michael VIII%, to the greatest

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surviving church of the period, the Chora’. A more comprehensive study of the
patronage and philanthropy of the Byzantine aristocracy comparable to work on
western Europe during the later Middle Ages would be highly desirable9.

Church building also flourished in Thessaloniki during the late thirteenth and
earlier fourteenth centuries. However, Rautman’s studies indicate that architectu-
ral patronage there had a different character. Aristocratic patrons were rare in
Thessaloniki. Wealthy or powerful individuals that spent time in the city or had
land holdings in the region preferred to support monasteries in Constantinople.
And not surprisingly, churches in Thessaloniki seldom contain aristocratic tombs.
There churches and monasteries were instead supported by clerics of various sorts,
from the Patriarch to the local metropolitan. As a consequence, as Rautman
discovered, a common liturgical planning prevailed in the city, one inspired by the
liturgy and spatial arrangement of the earlier Hagia Sophia, the church of the
metropolitan0. No such liturgical or architectural unity existed in contemporary
Constantinople, nor could it have easily, given the nature of its patronage and the
great need for restoration of older churches. Thessaloniki, in contrast, was prospe-
rous enough in the late thirteenth and fourteenth centuries to be able to afford the
luxury of new churches: Holy Apostles, St. Panteleimon, St. Catherine, Nicholas
Orphanos, the Taxiarchai, and Profitis Elias.

The aristocratic character of artistic patronage in Constantinople finds a
parallel in the production of Byzantine literature during the fourteenth century, as
Sevéenko’s fundamental study has shown. Because intellectuals relied upon
imperial and aristocratic support and since that support was primarily available
only in Constantinople, Byzantine authors congregated in the capital. Of the 91
authors that Sevéenko sampled, two-thirds resided at some time in Constanti-
nople. What drew aristocrats, authors, and artists to Constantinople was the
Byzantine court and the wealth that flowed from it. In spite of the decentralization
of Byzantine society that occurred during the Palaeologan period, the empire
remained what John Haldon has called a tributary system®!. Wealth, such as it was
during the period, was channeled to the emperor, who distributed it to officials and
churches, primarily in the capital. Patronizing literature, architecture, or painting
was a means of documenting and sustaining one’s position in that social and
economic system.

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The principle evidently applied to both emperor and court. There is, for
example, little evidence of either Michael VIII or Andronikos II contributing to
art or architecture in Thessaloniki. Even though Andronikos’ consort Eirene spent
14 years in that city, living apart from her husband, she evidently did not make
significant or memorable contributions to the art or architecture of the local
community%2. After her death, Andronikos took her considerable fortune and used
it to make needed restorations at Hagia Sophia in Constantinople®. Michael
Glabas Tarchaneiotes, a prominent general, did spend time in Thessaloniki, and he
and his wife did add the small decorated chapel of St. Euthymios to the large early
Christian church of St. Demetrios. But the family’s greater and more sustained
patronage was directed to the monastery of the Pammakaristos back in
Constantinople.

The social differences of architecture in Constantinople and Thessaloniki, that
is, aristocratic vs. clerical, can be observed to varying degrees in monumental and
miniature painting. As indicated above, the commemorative function of many
projects in the capital resulted in the creation of donor and tomb images; few are
evident in Thessaloniki. The so-called Atelier of the Palaeologina is, of course, the
designation of modern scholars. Nonetheless, it is sociologically apt, because the
few patrons that we do know are aristocratic and female: the female member of
the imperial family, who had her monogram placed in a Gospel Book; an
otherwise unknown Anna, mentioned in a manuscript in Florence; and Theodora
Palaeologina, the widow of Michael VIII, and the restorer of the Lips monastery,
whose typikon was decorated by the workshop®. In contrast, Theodore Hagio-
petrites’ manuscripts, which may be connected with Thessaloniki, primarily have
ecclesiastical associations®S. Similarly, the decorative programs of churches in
Thessaloniki or related sites, e.g. Protaton, are mainly religious in orientation and
are being currently interpreted in terms of spiritual and theological developments
in the late Empire%6. Similar religious trends are at work in Constantinople, but in

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addition and often in the same monument, secular and political issues are also
important, as in the case of the church of the Chora6’.

Thus the Chora and the Protaton or the Euthymios Chapel not only look
different, but they also differ iconographically and socially. In 1955, Xyngopoulos
knew nothing of the many archaeological and restoration projects that were to
come. Yet by his eye alone, he was able to differentiate the artistic cultures of
Constantinople and Thessaloniki, and his distinctions can be shown to apply to
contemporary manuscript illumination, utterly unknown in his day. However, the
anachronistic and value-laden terms that Xyngopoulos applied to the art of these
cities —academic vs. realistic— should be abandoned. The foregoing has concurred
that the first and second cities of the Empire during the early Palaeologan period
had distinct visual identities, but there is no reason to posit that these differences
are due to progressive or conservative artists. Rather, art can be correlated with
history, society, economy, and religion. It remains to be seen which of the latter will
prove to have been more determinative of the artistic character of these cities.

Mesembria durant le XIVe siécle: histoire, population et monuments

La ville de Nessebdr/Mesembria est aujourd’hui trés connue grace a ses
églises médiévales bien conservées et sa situation pittoresque. C’est donc a juste
titre qu’elle a été incluse dans la Liste du patrimoine culturel mondial de
I'UNESCO. Construite sur la cote bulgare de la Mer Noire, dans la partie Nord du
golfe de Bourgas, sur une petite ile qui fait 850 sur 300 m., elle s’étend sur 25
hectares et est liée a la terre par un grand isthme.

L’histoire de sa population d’abord est liée aux anciens Thraces. Lors de la
colonisation de I’Ouest de la Mer Noire par les Grecs au Ve siecle av. J.-Chr., les
habitants de Mégara fondérent ici une colonie sous la conduite de Ména, que les
Thraces surnommerent dans leur langue Menevria (Mevepoic), “la ville de Ména™.
Durant I’Antiquité, ce premier nom fut déja changé par les auteurs grecs en
Mesembria/Meonufoic, MeonfPoia. Cette nouvelle forme du nom fut adoptée par
les Byzantins. Durant le haut Moyen Age, les Slaves et les Protobulgares
s’installant sur la péninsule balcanique commencerent a appeler la ville Nessebar
(Necaspn, Necesp, Mecespn). De nos jours encore la ville est connue sous ce nom!.

L’intérét pour I’histoire et les monuments de Mesembria date du début du
XIXe siécle. Parmi les nombreuses publications qui ont paru jusqu’a présent, se
détachent les monographies fondamentales de M. Konstantinides et Al. Rasenov,
la collection archéologique “Nessebar” et une suite d’études et d’articles de
chercheurs bulgares?.

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Durant toute la période du Moyen Age, de la fin du VIIe jusqu’au XIVe siecle,
la ville fut non seulement une traditionnelle “pomme de discorde” entre Bulgares
et Byzantins, mais aussi le centre de leur rapprochement et influence mutuelle, 'un
des principaux points de la symbiose bulgaro-byzantine, tant religieuse que
culturelle.

Dans la présente communication je me propose d’esquisser le portrait de
I’histoire de la ville, de sa population et des monuments de I’architecture, de I’art
et de I’écriture qui y furent créés au XIVe siecle —le siécle de son plus grand
épanouissement au Moyen Age, le temps de Manuel Pansélinos.

A partir du renouvellement de ’empire byzantin et de la reconquéte de
Constantinople (1261), ’empereur Michel VIII Paléologue (1259-1282) fit preuve
d’une activité exceptionnelle au sujet des villes situées au bord de la Mer Noire au
sud de I'Haemus. En 1263, par un accord conclu avec le despote bulgare Mitzo, il
I’obligea a céder aux Byzantins Mesembria, Anchialos et les terres voisines en sa
possession. Plus tard, en 1268, lorsque le tzar Kostandin Tich-Asen (1257-1277)
conclut un mariage avec la niece de 'empereur, Maria, Michel VIII Paléologue
promit de rendre les deux villes sous forme de dot de la princesse byzantine. La
mise en ceuvre de cette promesse fut consciencieusement et intentionnellement
reportée (durant quatre décennies) par les basileus byzantins3.

Au printemps de 1304, le tzar Todor Svetoslav (1300-1321) et son oncle, le
despote Aldemir (Eltimir), entreprirent une offensive contre Byzance. Apres la
victoire qu’ils remportérent prés de la riviere Skafida (1304), Mesembria,
Anchialos, Sozopolis et Agathopolis ainsi que les terres voisines furent annexées
au royaume bulgare. Les conquétes bulgares furent légitimées par le traité de paix
signé au printemps de 1307 avec la médiation de I’ex-patriarche de Constantinople

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Jean XII Kosmas (1294-1303) et a la suite du mariage du tzar Todor Svetoslav avec
Théodora, la fille du coempereur Michel IX Paléologue. A ce moment, du blé
bulgare destiné au peuple affamé de Constantinople fut envoyé des ports de
Mesembria et d’Anchialos; d’apres Georges Pachyméres (1242-1310) ce blé fut
“un reméde contre la famine” (pdouaxov §v 100 lpod)*.

Au début des années 30 du XIVe siecle, les villes situées au bord de la Mer
Noire au sud de I'Haemus changerent de maitre deux fois en peu de temps. En
1330 apres la défaite bulgare a Velbdzd (auj. Kiistendil) les Byzantins
s’empresserent de soumettre les territoires bulgares du sud, a savoir les villes et les
forteresses de Mesembria, Anchialos, Aétos, Ktenia, Rousokastro et Iambol. Le
protostratdr Théodore Synadenos fut choisi comme gouverneur de la région de
Mesembria. L’empereur Andronic III Paléologue (1328-1341) craignait le
détournement des habitants de Mesembria de son pouvoir ce qui était déja arrivé
avec les habitants d’Anchialos lors de la campagne du tsar Ivan Alexandir (1331-
1371): c’est pourquoi il se mit personnellement a la téte de I'armée. Lors de la
bataille a Rousokastro (17 juillet 1331) I’armée bulgare, soutenue par des divisions
Tatares, remporta la victoire sur les Byzantins. Les habitants de Mesembria
s’affranchirent sur-le-champ du pouvoir byzantin, ils massacrérent la garnison,
jeterent par-dessus les remparts tous ceux qui n’avaient pas réussi a s’échapper et
se rangerent volontairement au co6té du roi bulgare; nombre de villes et de
forteresses au sud de 'Haemus firent de méme?. La victoire remportée et d’autres
conquétes du tsar Ivan Alexandir sont brievement mentionnées dans son éloge
datant de 1337, contenu dans le psautier de la bibliotheque royale: “Et il conquit
des villes fortifiées —Nessebir et toute la Pomorie avec Romania, ainsi que Bdin
[auj. Vidin] et toute la Podunavie, jusqu’a la riviere Morava...”.

Pendant la guerre des Détroits (1348-1355), le tzar bulgare manoeuvra adroi-
tement entre les forces belligérantes, surtout entre les Génois et les Vénitiens. Si,
d’une part, il avait affirmé ses rapports avec la République Vénitienne dans deux
actes datant respectivement de 1347 et 1352, et lui avait accordé le droit d’avoir

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son propre consul, sa loge et son église & Varna’, il fournissait d’autre part du pain
et d’autres vivres a la flotille de ’amiral génois, Paganino Doria (1351-1352), et
donna son autorisation a la République Génoise d’établir son consul a
Mesembrias.

En 1355 fut signé un traité de paix entre le royaume bulgare et Byzance,
accompagné du mariage entre le prince héritier, I'empereur Andronic IV
Paléologue (1376-1379) et la fille du roi bulgare, Maria-Kyratza. Tout laisse penser
que lors des pourparlers, le tsar Ivan Alexandir avait promis d’offrir, sous forme
de dot de la princesse bulgare, les villes de Mesembria et d’Anchialos. La promesse
n’a pas €t€ tenue, ce qui causa la confrontation militaire entre les deux pays. L’été
de 1364, I'empereur Jean V Paléologue (1341-1391) entreprit une campagne
contre la cote bulgare sur la Mer Noire et conquit une série de villes, y compris
Anchialos. Les Byzantins assiégérent Mesembria en construisant une haute tour
du c6té de la terre sur I'isthme, juste en face de la porte de la forteresse alors que
du coté de la mer ils attaquaient avec des bateaux. Les habitants de la ville
souffraient d’une grande soif car ils s’approvisionnaient en eau a une source située
en dehors de la forteresse. Pour repousser les assiégeants, le tsar Ivan Alexandir
envoya une partie de son armée personnelle et engagea des troupes turques. Mais
cela ne donna pas de résultat considérable. Des pourparlers s’engagerent entre les
belligérants afin de signer la paix. En vertu de I’accord qui fut conclu, les Byzantins
furent récompensés des moyens qu’ils avaient investis dans la guerre; en échange,
ils détruisirent la tour qu’ils avaient construite et céderent les villes qu’ils avaient
conquises au bord de la Mer Noire —Anchialos, Sozopolis et Agathopolis. Ce fut la
derni¢re guerre bulgaro-byzantine dans le duel séculaire entre les deux pays
voisins®.

L'invasion turque dans les territoires byzantins et bulgares de la péninsule
balkanique et les rapports tendus entre les pays balkaniques durant la deuxiéme
moitié du XIVe siécle, provoquerent I'intervention de quelques états catholiques.
L’activité du roi hongrois Layos I le Grand (1342-1382) fut complétée par les
actions du comte Amédée VI de Savoie, connu dans I’histoire comme “il Conte

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Verde”. Celui-ci entreprit une croisade par voie maritime contre les Turcs, mais en
arrivant a Constantinople au début du mois d’octobre 1366, il abandonna ses
premieres intentions et entreprit une campagne dans la Mer Noire bulgare. En peu
de temps il conquit successivement Agathopolis, Sozopolis et Skafida (auj. Skef).
Cest de 1a que les chevaliers de I’Occident partirent contre Mesembria et
assiégerent la ville par terre et par mer. La défense de la forteresse, dirigée par le
chef bulgare, le kastrophylax Kalojan, fut si bien organisée et si énergique que le
premier assaut des assiégeants ne donna aucun résultat. Ce n’est que le 21 octobre
1366 que la ville fut prise, et soumise a un pillage sans merci. Le comte nomma
Berlion de Forasio et Guillaume de Chalon gouverneurs de la ville conquise. Une
lourde contribution fut imposée au kastrophylax, au clergé, aux notables, artisans
et commercants et au peuple ordinaire: au total 20.102 et 1/, hyperpres “poids de
Nessebir” (ponderis Mesembrie) et 118 florins. Les biens et marchandises pillés
-sel, fer, vin, laine, miel et cire- furent revendus a Constantinople ou aux
commercants vénitiens et génois habitant la ville. Les habitants refusant de payer
la contribution furent emprisonnés. Jusqu’au début de mars 1367, Mesembria fut
la résidence du comte Amédée VI de Savoie qui habitait une maison locale,
considérablement remaniée en fonction de ses besoins. Peu aprés, a la suite des
pourparlers entre lui et 'empereur Jean V Paléologue menés a Sozopolis,
Mesembria et le reste des villes de la cote sud de la Mer Noire furent remises au
Byzantins contre une somme élevée. Pour payer cette somme I’empereur byzantin
imposa au peuple de Mesembria une nouvelle contribution dont il recueillit au
total 11.028 hyperpres “d’aprés le poids de Romania” et 545 florins. Le comte
quitta définitivement Mesembria le 23 avril 136710,

Peu apres 1367, la région de la Mer Noire au sud de ’'Haemus, devenue
byzantine et dont le centre était Mesembria, fut transformée en apanage:
“possession impériale Zagora” (xAfioov Bacideiag Zayopar), c.a.d. portant I’ap-
pellation sous laquelle fut connu aux XIIle-XIVe s. le royaume bulgare (Zagora).
Au mois d’aofit 1369, cette possession fut remise par 'empereur byzantin aux
mains de son fils, Michel Paléologue, qui conclut une alliance avec le souverain de
la Dobroudza, le despote bulgare Dobrotitza (1360-1385) et se maria avec sa fille.
Cette alliance a été inspirée par le treés fort désir de Michel Paléologue de
conquérir Trébizonde avec le concours de la flotte du despote de Dobroudza et de
s’y proclamer empereur. Aprés deux tentatives manquées, un conflit éclata entre

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lui et le fils de Dobrotitza, Ivanko Terter. Michel Paléologue fut tué par lui a
Dristar (auj. Silistra) en 137711,

Apres la mort du souverain du despotat de Mesembria, il parait que des
désordres éclaterent dans la ville et la région. Si’on peut se fier au renseignement
donné dans une chronique bréve, les Turcs auraient profité de la situation et le 25
mars 1380 (le jour de Paques) ils auraient conquis Mesembria pour la premiére
fois!2. Les actes du patriarcat de Constantinople montrent que le pouvoir byzantin
sur la ville fut restitué dés ’année suivante. Au mois d’octobre 1396 les Turcs
s’emparerent de nouveau de la ville et déporteérent une grande partie de sa
population dans la localité de Tzimos (entre Ravda et Anchialos), située le long de
la riviere d’Achélos. C’est alors qu’ils conquirent aussi les autres villes situées sur
la cote de la Mer Noire au sud de 'Haemus (Anchialos, Sozopolis, Agathopolis et
Media). Nous en avons la preuve dans une décision synodale du patriarcat de
Constantinople, selon laquelle le métropolite de Héracleia fut nommé “exarchos
de la Mer Noire”, car I’occupation des villes mentionnées ne permettait pas d’y
nommer des métropolites!3. Ces villes resterent entre les mains des Turcs jusqu’en
1403 lorsque, par le traité signé entre le sultan turc Siileyman Celebi (1402-1410)
et la Ligue des Chrétiens a laquelle adhéraient Byzance, Venise, Génes, Rhodes et
la Serbie, elles furent concédées a I’empereur byzantin Manuel II Paléologue
(1391-1325). En vertu d’une des clauses de ce traité, il recevait une partie de la
région au bord de la Mer Noire, y compris les forteresses et les salines jusqu’a
Mesembria. L’historien byzantin Doukas (1400-1470) affirme que I’empereur avait
recu “toutes les forteresses au bord de la Mer Noire de Hiéron Stomion jusqu’a
Varna”; et 'homme de lettres bulgaro-serbe Konstantin Kostenecki (X Ve s.) note
qu’a cette époque “la ville royale [Constantinople] s’étendait jusqu’a Vizye et
méme au-dela le long du littoral de la Mer Noire”14.

Un compte trés simple et approximatif montre que pendant la période 1304-
1403, Mesembria a été occupée par les Bulgares pendant 61 ans, par les Byzantins
29 ans, par les Turcs 8 1/2 ans, par le comte Amédée VI de Savoie six mois. II est
indiscutable que la domination bulgare, plus longue et plus durable, qui couvre

deux périodes de 25 et 36 ans, avait pu donner des résultats plus favorables a
I’épanouissement économique et culturel de la ville. Cette constatation ne revient
pas a sous-estimer l’apport byzantin, conditionné par la présence ethnique
prédominante de I’élément grec.

La population de Mesembria au XIVe siecle était variée du point de vue
ethnique. Les données qui peuvent étre tirées des actes du patriarcat de
Constantinople, du Livre des comptes d’Antonio Barberi (1366-1368), des
documents vénitiens et génois et d’autres sources (inscriptions, histoires,
chroniques, vies, etc.), montrent incontestablement la prédominance de 1’élément
ethnique grec. Celui-ci est représenté par des aristocrates, hauts fonctionnaires,
haut clergé et notables (protostrator Théodore Synadénos, despote Michel
Paléologue, protovestiarios Manoli, Constantin Oktolinos, kyra Théodora et
autres; les métropolites Théodore, Neilos, Néophyte et Antonios), commergants et
artisans (par ex. Kalojan le Grec), moines, soldats, marins (Nikita de Mesembria et
autres). En 1382, sur I'ile de Crete, a été vendue une “esclave, nommée Nergina,
d’origine grecque, venant du cite portant le nom Mesembria™15,

En deuxieme position viennent les Bulgares. En 1342, au monastere “Sainte
Vierge Eleousa”, Samuel, I'oncle du tzar Ivan Alexandir, était moine. En 1366, le
contingent assurant la garde de la ville et de sa région était bulgare, sous le
commandement du kastrophylax Kalojan. Dans les monastéres de Mesembria
demeuraient beaucoup de moines bulgares parmi lesquels I’hésychaste renommé,
Theodosii de Tarnovo (11363). Maroutza de Mesembria était une Bulgare, vendue
en 1361 comme esclave sur I'ile de Chypre!®.

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La colonie juive était aussi considérable dans la ville!7. La mosaique ethnique
était complétée par la présence de commercants et navigateurs vénitiens, génois,
catalans et autres occidentaux. Il est trés curieux que pendant la deuxieéme moitié
du XIVe siecle, dans une des églises de Mesembria, peut-étre I’église “St. Jean
Alitourgetos”, fut enterré un chevalier anglais de la famille noble des Scropes,
dont les armoiries furent dessinées aux murs!8.

La composition sociale était également variée: on trouve des représentants de
l'aristocratie bulgare et byzantine (Assenides, Sismanides, Paléologues, Synadénoi,
etc.), ainsi que de I’administration; le clergé était particulierement nombreux, avec
une nette prédominance des moines; il y avait aussi des soldats, des marins, un
nombre important d’artisans (boulangers, couturiers, ferrailleurs, magons et
autres) et des commercants, autochtones et étrangers. Le peuple, paupérisé et
declassé, était représenté par un grand nombre de mendiants!®. La prédominance
au sein de la ville d’une population de consommateurs avait exigé un lien constant
et étroit avec la région agricole environnante, attesté par la grande exportation de
produits agricoles (des céréales en particulier mais aussi du miel, de la cire, du vin,
du sel, des cuirs etc.) a partir du port de Mesembria. En 1366, les chevaliers
d’Amédée y trouverent ces produits et marchandises en grandes quantités. Ils en
consommerent une partie eux-mémes et en vendirent le reste aux commergants
génois et vénitiens locaux et de Constantinople20.

Une organisation sociale intéressante fut la commune (comunitas)?! de la
population citadine, dans laquelle étaient incluses les couches sociales non-
privilégiées. C’est a elle qu’il incomba de payer la plus grosse partie de la
contribution imposée a la ville en 1366 par le comte Amédée VI de Savoie. Cette

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commune citadine se pronongait surtout au sujet des questions fiscales, ou bien
concernant les biens matériels ou les problémes au sein de I’Eglise; ses fonctions
étaient limitées par ’administration de I'Etat et de I’'armée (bulgare ou byzantine),
ainsi que par Daristocratie et le haut clergé.

Dés la fin du siecle dernier, Constantin Jirecek, célebre connaisseur du passé
bulgare, de I'histoire byzantine et des peuples balkaniques (1854-1918) exprima
P’opinion que la plus grande richesse de Mesembria étaient ses églises?2. Une
légende locale raconte que jadis il y avait plus de 40 églises dans la ville. Il s’agit
sans aucun doute d’une exagération consciente. Selon I’historien de la ville, M.
Konstantinides, elles étaient au nombre de vingt deux23. Pour la plupart, elles
étaient déja construites dans la période des Ve-Xllle s. Certaines sont bien
conservées, d’autres sont en ruines mais encore intéressantes: “Ste. Vierge
Eléousa”, “Ste. Sophie” (I’ancienne métropole) (VIe s.),“St. Jean Prodromos” (Xe
s.), “Ste. Paraskevi” et “St. Théodore Stratelates” (XIIIe s.)24.

Au XIVe s. furent construits les monuments les plus importants de
’architecture religieuse de Mesembria, a savoir les églises “Pantokrator”, “Michel
et Gabriel” et “St. Jean Alitourgetos”25. Ce sont de véritables chefs-d’oeuvre du
“pittoresque style de I’architecture” qui s’impose pendant ce si¢cle a Byzance, en
Bulgarie et en Serbie. Le grand connaisseur de I’archirecture religieuse de
Mesembria, Al. Ragenov, écrit au sujet de ces églises: “Nous y voyons des réussites
que d’autres églises de cette époque ne connaissent pas, faute de moyens
matériels; elles ne font que suggérer, restant au niveau des bonnes intentions. Ici
ont été employées toutes les possibilités de recherche d’effets pittoresques; nous
voyons réuni et offert en un seul lieu, presque tout ce qui peut étre vu séparément,
de facon dispersée, dans les églises du méme style a Constantinople, Thessaloniki
et en Macédoine. Et comme il manque des monuments bien conservés dans ces
pays, et surtout a Constantinople, les églises de Mesembria restent un ensemble de
monuments des plus précieux de I’architecture byzantine™26.

Le nombre des monasteres qui fonctionnaient au XIVe siecle dans la ville et
dans ses environs €tait considérable. Dans leur plus grande partie, ils sont
mentionnés dans les actes du patriarcat de Constantinople et dans les trois chryso-

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bulles du tsar Ivan Alexandir: “Ste. Vierge Eléousa”, “Christos Akropolités”, “Ste.
Vierge Hagiosoritissa”, “St. Blasios”, “St. Nikolaos d’Emona” et “St. Dimitrios”.
Certains demeurent, en ruines, d’autres ont disparu a jamais et leur emplacement
n’est méme pas connu avec certitude?’. On peut estimer a juste titre que
Mesembria fut au XIVe siecle I'un des principaux centres monastiques des
Balkans, lié tant a Constantinople qu’a Tarnovo —centre de ’hesychasme paralle-
lement au cloitre de Paroria (auj. Strandza) de Grégoire Sinaites (1253-1346).

Les fresques conservées dans les églises de Mesembria datant du XIVe siecle
sont trés peu nombreuses — le portrait d’un donateur inconnu et la représentation
de Ste. Marina dans I’église “St. Jean Prodromos™; des fragments et des traces de
fresques dans I’église “St. Jean Alitourgetos”28. Ces vestiges ne donnent pas une
image claire du développement de la peinture monumentale dans la période de
son épanouissement. Trois icones de la fin du XIIle ou du XIVe s. conservées
actuellement a la crypte de la cathédrale “St. Alexandidr Nevski” et au Musée
national historique de Sofia, présentent partiellement le développement de la
peinture a Mesembria. Ce sont les icdnes de la “Vierge-Kyritis” (1] Kvoa tjg Cwfic),
Iicone bilatérale de la “Vierge Eléousa” et du “Christ Pantokrator” (probable-
ment une icone du monastére “Ste. Vierge Eléousa” portée lors des processions
religieuses) et I'icone “Ste. Vierge Hodigitria” encadrée d’argent, offerte en 1342
par Samuel, 'oncle du tsar Ivan Alexanddr?. Le style monumental de ces icones
et le recueillement spirituel des personnages représentés sont caractéristiques des
maitres de Mesembria qui subissaient apparemment I'influence de la peinture de
Constantinople. Elles prouvent I’existence d’une école iconographique locale trés
riche et active qui laissera des traces profondes dans les siécles suivants30.

Les manuscrits conservés qui peuvent étre liés a la tradition manuscrite locale
et a lactivité des scribes des monasteres, sont relativement peu nombreux. En
premier lieu, c’est un recueil canonique du XIVe s. qui contient les oeuvres de Jean
Scholastikos, Cyrille d’Alexandrie, Luc Chrysoberges, du patriarche Photius, les
novelles de ’empereur Léon VI le Philosophe, différents canons etc. Deux notes
marginales nous informent que ce livre a appartenu au métropolite de Mesembria

a la Grande Laura de I’Athos deux liturgies divines —I'une de Jean Chrysostome
et l'autre de Basile le Grand32. Au monastere d’Iviron est conservé un autre
recueil au contenu composite du XIVe-XVe s. qui provient de Mesembria; il
contient en tout 53 oeuvres liturgiques, religieuses, canoniques et laiques. On y
trouve également une bréve chronique qui n’informe pas sur I'histoire de la ville33.
On peut lier a la tradition manuscrite locale I'illustre Chronique de Mesembria du
XVe s., publiée pour la premiére fois par P. Schreiner, dont le contenu a attiré
’attention de nombre de byzantinistes et médiévistes34. Trop peu des manuscrits
créés a Mesembria ont survécu pour que nous puissions tirer de grandes
conclusions. Une chose est certaine: I’activité des scribes locaux ne pouvait
nullement étre comparée dans son intensité et sa productivité a celle de leurs
collegues du monastere “St. Jean Prodromos” sur I'ile faisant face a Sozopolis.

La cote ouest de la Mer Noire est importante parce que zone de contact entre
les cultures byzantine et bulgare au Moyen Age. L'influence de la culture
aristocratique byzantine sous sa forme religieuse et monacale a pénétré par
l'intermédiaire des églises et des monasteres, des scribes et des ateliers artistiques
dans différentes spheres —€ducation, activité littéraire, architecture, peinture et
sculpture. Au XIVe s., par son histoire, le déplacement des gens, le transfert d’idées
et de valeurs, de méme que par ses monuments, Mesembria illustre le mieux I’effet
bienfaisant de la symbiose bulgaro-byzantine.
