PREFACE

The present work was planned as part of the Prosopography of
Ancient Macedonia, a project entrusted to me in 1980 by Professor
M.B. Sakellariou, the founder and director, at that time, of the Centre
for Greek and Roman Antiquity, to whom I would like, once more, to
express my gratitude for the opportunity given to me. The planning of
the work has already been reported as part of the project in the
Symposium Ancient Macedonia IV in 1983. As progress was made in
the collection of names of Macedonians attested epigraphically
outside Macedonia, it became possible to make reference to this
material in my writings on the Macedonian onomasticon. In 1990 the
first lists were drawn up, but the project was subsequently modified
by my decision to include also persons known only from literary
sources, so as to produce a work useful to both the historian and the
archaeologist, who needs a comprehensive listing in order to handle
newly discovered epigraphical texts.

Collection of additional material, as well as work on other projects
such as my forthcoming study based on the Roman nomina of
Macedonia, delayed the completion of the present volume; the
composition of the entries took place between 1994-96.

Most of the research and writing was done in Athens at the Centre
for Greek and Roman Antiquity of the National Hellenic Research
Foundation, where I have the privilege to be employed and where my
efforts to produce this work found the support needed for its
completion. An indispensable supplement to the facilities of the
Centre were frequent visits to two excellent libraries, conveniently
located near my home, namely the American School of Classical
Studies and the Ecole Frangaise d’ Athenes.

Pleasant breaks during this period were my visits to institutions
outside Greece. My longest stay abroad was during the winter of
1990/91 in New York, as a Fulbright scholar, thanks to an invitation
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‘from Professor Spyros Vryonis, the then director of the Onassis
Center for Hellenic Studies of New York University. In New York I
also had the chance to use the library of Columbia University, thanks
to the hospitality of Professor Roger Bagnall.

My stays in the American Academy in Rome in 1994 and in the
Istituto Ellenico at Venice in 1996 (at the invitation of its late director
Professor Nikolaos M. Panagiotakis) gave me the change of scene and
the inspiration I needed at turning points in my work.

Participation in conferences gave me during this period an
opportunity for unforgetable journeys to a variety of places, among
them Georgia, Ukraine, China and Egypt, thanks to invitations from
Professors Otar Lordkipanitze, Wang Dunshu and Mohamed
Mahgoub, and Dr E. Iakovenco.

Two visits to the University of Oxford, in 1988 and early in 1997,
in connection with the British Academy's Lexicon of Greek Personal
Names project, marked the early and the final stages of this work. It is
with great pleasure that I recall the times spent in the friendly
company of the editors of the Lexicon, Peter M. Fraser and Elaine
Matthews, and [ want to express to them my gratitude for their
assistance. I feel I owe much to Peter Fraser, and I consider it a great
honour that someone with his deep knowledge of the ancient Greek
world offered, bravely, to read my manuscript. His advice and
comments contributed substantially to the improvement of the present
book, but he is responsible neither for my methodology nor for any
errors that still remain.

Miltiades B. Hatzopoulos, with his great experience in Mace-
donian matters, helped me again, as he has often done in the past,
with his advice; his friendly interest and encouragment as well as his
example were a stimulus during various stages of this work.

Knowing the difficulties I would have in getting permission to use
the relevant material I did not search for evidence in unpublished
inscriptions; nevertheless some has been included. The inclusion of
additional Macedonians known from Oropos I owe to Dr Basileios
Chr. Petrakos, General Secretary of the Archaeological Society at
Athens, who generously supplied me with the indexes of the
Macedonians from his unpublished corpus of the inscriptions of
Oropos. Macedonians mentioned in funerary monuments found in
Demetrias were not published in their entirety by A.S. Arvani-
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topoulos. I was given permission to look for the unpublished ones
through the files of the 13th Ephoreia of Antiquities in the Archaeo-
logical Museum of Volos, and my search there was facilitated thanks
to Anthe Eustathiou-Batsiou and Georgia Malakasiotou.

There are some more persons I want to thank. Louisa Louko-
poulou, friend and colleague for many years, has always been
available for fruitful discussion. Ilias Arnaoutoglou, the assistant
editor of the Lexicon in Oxford, has checked my collection of
Macedonians known from papyri and increased their number. Rhea
Micha, the librarian of our Centre, has assisted me constantly and
willingly. Vangelis Frangopoulos, the computer system administrator
of our Centre, succeeded in teaching me the use of PC and Windows
and made the necessary conversions in my texts. Eirene Kalogridou
meticulously typed the early lists and charmingly offered to help
when additional work was needed. Finally I want to express my
gratitude to Pege Kalogerakou; she has heroically typed in
innumerable changes, prepared some of the indexes and set the book
on the computer, at the same time that she was defending her
dissertation.

This book is dedicated with love to Demetris N. Kouroupis, my
husband. I promised him, some time ago, that with this Prosopo-
graphy my involvement in the field of books to be used, rather than
books to be read, will be terminated. I am not certain that promise will
be kept.

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INTRODUCTION

This collection of Macedonians started as a project on a much more
limited scale, as it was originally designed to include only the Mace-
donians attested with their ethnics (those of their region or of their
city) on inscriptions found outside Macedonia. The description of the
original plan, a review of the earlier contributions and the special
characteristics of this collection have already been presented in the
Xth International Congress on Greek and Latin Epigraphy;l it is
however necessary to repeat some of it in this Introduction.

The first collection of epigraphical evidence on Macedonians at-
tested outside Macedonia was included in the corpus of inscriptions
of Macedonia by M. Demitsas, a work published in 1896,% but which
was not exhaustive even at the time it appeared. Ch. Edson’s list of
the ®@eocalovikelg attested abroad, in the volume of /G X published
in 1972, is also incomplete. Monographs on Macedonian cities, such
as those on Amphipolis by J. Papastavrou,4 on Olynthos by M. Gude,’
on Pella by D. Papakonstantinou—Diamantourou,ﬁ the paper of J. Al-
exander on Cassandreia’ and more recently the Prosopographies of

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Beroea and Edessa,® include in varying degrees of completeness the
persons originating from these cities and attested either outside or
elsewhere inside Macedonia. I. Russu's Macedonian onomasticon,
published in 1938, also includes an extensive collection of the rele-
vant material.” D. Kanatsoulis’ Macedonian Prosopography10 also in-
cludes Macedonians attested abroad of the Roman and Christian peri-
ods, when the instances of this category of persons become fewer. M.
Launey's work, Recherches sur les armées hellénistiques,” offered an
extensive collection of Macedonian military personnel mostly from
Egypt. As is well known, the Ptolemies as well as the Seleucids em-
ployed soldiers called in our literary sources "Macedonians;"'* in
both kingdoms there was a system of military settlements where Ma-
cedonians and other Greeks had originally been settled. In Syria not
only the names of Macedonian cities were transferred and used as the
names of the new settlements but also other Macedonian toponyms
were applied to geographical features.'” The study of Macedonian
colonies in Asia has an extended history, initiated by the publication

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of G. Radet’s thesis;'* numerous opinions have been expressed on the
subject since then, as well as on the meaning of Makedwv, to men-
tion only (in chronological order) those of A. Schulten,”> M. Hol-
lf:aux,I6 G.T. Griffith,17 L. Robert,l8 Ch. Edson,19 D. Musti,20 P.
Herrmann,”' and more recently those of G.M. Cohen® and R.A. Bil-
lows.?? To what extent not only such military personnel but also per-
sons involved in the civilian administration were really Macedonians,
especially after the third century, is a subject that has been much dis-
cussed.”* Having taken into account the various views expressed on
this topic, we have decided to include all references to Macedonians
in papyri as well as those on stone.

On the geographical side F. Papazoglou's recent fundamental work
on the cities of Macedonia during the Roman period25 refers to some

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of the relevant restimonia in the discussion of each city; out of a total
of 215 names of sites dating from the period of the Roman conquest
discussed by the author, 124 are classified as cities. A large percent-
age of them is known from Stephanus Byzantius, who mentions a total
of 159.2% The names as well as the ethnics of some of them, including
Sindos and Therme, have not yet been attested epigraphically, while
more than 30 are known only from a single inscription which pre-
serves more often the name of a kome or another local toponym than
that of a city; Foupetov, BAdyavor among them.”’” Some of the in-
scriptions referring to Macedonians abroad have preserved otherwise
unknown and unlocatable toponyms, for instance that of Zdtvpog
I'6Avog, Makedav Ilpdooiog, buried in Attica,” two other persons
attested in Gonnoi, one a Makedawv £E *Apkuvviog, the second a
Mokediv £ “Epkeioc,” two more in Demetrias originating from
the same place (a Makedwv Aegyuoioc and a Makén Aeyuaia),3o
a Mokedwv Bovbitng from Larissa, etc.’! The only citizens we
know of some Macedonian cities are those attested in a very impor-
tant document, the list of the Delphic theorodokoi, as for example
those of Klitai and Oion.”> The list contains the cities, in roughly
geographical order, not the ethnics of the listed theorodokoi; thus for
some of the cities listed, as for example for Mieza, there is still no
epigraphical attestation of its ethnic which according to the literary

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The epigraphical testimonia relevant to Macedonians are dated
from the 5th century onwards; some of the ethnics connected with
certain cities occur for a shorter period than others as a result of the
abolition of the Macedonian state by the Romans, after which a num-
ber of cities lost their autonomy: no citizens e.g. of Aigeai and Mieza
are to be found after this time.** The Prosopography also includes
persons originating from areas later incorporated in the Macedonian
kingdom, as e.g. the Amphipolitans, or before the Roman settlement
of 167 B.C,, as e.g. the Paeonians.

When the collection of the Macedonians abroad as defined above
was completed and the first lists were formed, with the name of each
person, the place where the inscription was found, the type of the in-
scription and the information about each individual supplied by it, the
need to search for relevant literary references became apparent.46 At
this stage of the work, that of examining the Macedonians known
from ancient authors, it soon became evident that some of these per-
sons were also mentioned in inscriptions and that frequently their
names were not followed by an ethnic in the literary text; naturally
they also had to be included. The frame of the collection had to be
broadened to include everyone who played a part in the public life of
Macedonia, mentioned by ancient literary or epigraphical sources.’
Furthermore the publication of new material has broadened the num-

ber of historical persons attested in epigraphical texts, found within
their home town™ or outside.”’ My belief that a work of this kind
should primarily be useful to a scholar confronted with the presenta-
tion of new inscriptions of a public character, provides a further rea-
son for widening this collection. The resulting collection of material
is admittedly somewhat distant from the Macedonians Abroad, as
originally conceived. The title however has been retained, and it will
be understood, I hope, that in order to present properly the Macedoni-
ans abroad it was necessary to include all the other individuals as well.
In the search for Macedonians known from literary sources the
works of O. Hoffmann, Die Makedonen and the Prosopography of
contemporaries of Alexander III by H. Berve™ remain basic. A new
discussion with supplementary bibliography on most of the persons
treated by H. Berve is given in the work of W. Heckel.”! Monographs
on a number of Macedonian kings, to mention only those by W.W.
Tarn, F.W. Walbank, P. Meloni, P. Briant and R.A. Billows,52 contain
references to most or all their contemporary persons known from lit-
erary sources. The volumes of FGH, RE and PP have added a number

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of individuals to our lists or additional references to those already
collected; naturally one cannot be certain that all the material in these
works has been exhausted.

I must also refer to some further modifications of the original plan
that the development of the work has neccessitated. In presenting the
progress of this project I stated that "kings of Macedonia as well as
the members of the dynasties of the Hellenistic kingdoms, also of Ma-
cedonian descent, are not included in this Prosopography,” noting
some exceptions to this rule.” Further work on some entries led me to
realize that the exceptions to this rule would have to be so many that
it would be absurd to retain it. How could ITepdikkoag *Alexodvdpo
(gq.v.) be excluded? It would be irrational to do so since he is the first
person listed in one of the most important documents for 5th century
Macedonian history;54 the same applies to *Apyéhag, his son, the
later king Archelaos I, mentioned in the same inscription. Conse-
quently the kings of Macedonia and the members of their families are
included if Macedonians,’® as well as the members of the dynasties of
the Hellenistic kingdoms. Besides their Macedonian descent it is well
known that the Ptolemies were proud to call themselves Macedoni-
ans.”® I have however referred to the kings very briefly without bio-
- graphical details and references to the sources which would add un-
neccessarily to the size of this volume, since existing and readily
available monographs fully document the epigraphical and literary
sources. The kings of Macedonia (including Antigonos Monophthal-
mos whom we accept that he was a native of Beroea57) are listed un-
der plain Makedon. The founders of the Hellenistic kingdoms are
listed under their city of origin, their successsors and family under

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Makedon.™® In addition to the kings and members of their families
summary entries, preceded by an asterisk, are also given for some
other individuals mentioned very frequently by ancient authors, e.g.
IMapueviov Phota, Piotag Hapueviwvog, “Aprarog Maydto
and Mehéaypog Neomtorépov (q.v.). Other entries also marked by
an asterisk are for persons whose careers are not given in detail al-
though complete references to the sources are given, as e.g. in the en-
tries for ITéAoy ITéhomog and ITAgiotapyog *AviLraTpov (q.v.).

Persons known only from literary sources are included in the same
alphabetically arranged lists, numbered by a letter of the alphabet or
by the city or region of Macedonia.” Persons of note who partici-
pated in contemporary historical events but are known only from in-
scriptions found in Macedonia, as for instance some royal Compan-
ions,60 are not included, since, if they were, the problem of adding all
the historically significant persons mentioned in Macedonian inscrip-
tions would arise; the recent publication of the Epigraphic Appendix
by M.B. Hatzopoulos61 made this further addition unneccessary.

Most people connected with Macedonian history of the Classical
and Hellenistic periods mentioned by the literary sources as partici-
pants in political or military activity, such as Friends of the king etc.,
are normally mentioned without an ethnic unless they are from out- -
side Macedonia. We assume that such individuals without an ethnic
denomination were Macedonians and they have been included, al-
though it is known that the Macedonian kings used non-Macedonians,
mostly Greeks, in various posts and affairs even as Friends.®? It may

Ethnics of cities or regions are included even if the personal name
is missing, being considered as fragmentarily preserved names.

Persons attested as Mokedawv €k [---], the name of the city miss-
ing, are classified in the category Unknown (city or region).

Macedonian settlers and colonists from Asia Minor attested with
the ethnic Maxedwv followed by a toponym of this region are listed
in the section Other Macedonians.**

The majority of the persons included in this Prosopography date
from the Hellenistic period, or more precisely, from the period before
the Roman occupation; epigraphically attested Macedonians of the
imperial period occur only rarely and the texts usually do not have
any specifically Christian features. Thessalonike is the only city with
relevant inscriptions of a Christian character as late as the 8th century
A.D.; such persons could not reasonably be excluded and are listed
separately as Thessalonike II.

Some of the persons attested in Egypt with the ethnic Makedwv
are also listed separately in Appendix 1. On the ground that the later
the date of the evidence for this category the more remote the possi-
bility of its having an authentic meaning, all persons known from
documents dated after 150 B.C. form a separate list;65 the only ex-
ceptions are persons with ethnics of Macedonian cities, as e.g.
Anuntprog [OJMvBLog (q.v.),66 by reason of their rarity. Individuals
recorded as both Maxkedwv and ITépong have not been included.%’

The name of a person mentioned in an inscription without an eth-
nic has frequently been used as a criterion for his inclusion in this

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Prosopography. The contributions in the study of the Macedonian
onomasticon have been numerous since the time of the publication of
the first study of them by O. Hoffmann,®® a work that retains its fun-
damental importance. I. Russu’s monograph is still a useful guide, de-
spite its omissions,69 as it is still the only one of its kind. Contribu-
tions in the study of the Macedonian onomasticon are also to be found
in J.N. Kalléris' important work.”® Macedonian names have been dis-
cussed, as we shall see, in many of the writings of M. Holleaux, L.
Robert and O. Masson. Contributions to the understanding of the Ma-
cedonian onomasticon have also been included in a number of vol-
umes of the series Meletrjuara of the Centre for Greek and Roman
Antiquity.7l Of primary importance are the recent publications of new
epigraphical material from Macedonia which, among other important
historical features, have added large numbers of new names of local
character, keeping fresh our interest in the Macedonian onomasti-
con.” In addition we are now more aware of the fact that a large per-
centage of the personal names borne by the Macedonians consisted of
panhellenic names and, as has already been pointed out,” persons
serving as Ptolemaic or Seleucid officials bearing common Greek
names were very probably of Macedonian origin; they are however
omitted from the present list since evidence is lacking for a specific
origin. Among them are the military commander of Susiane at the

The criteria for the inclusion or omission of a person because of
his name are in general more difficult to define than those exposed in
the first part of this Introduction in the examination of the other fac-
tors that led to the inclusion of certain individuals. This becomes even
more difficult for rare or rather rare names with local characteristics
that have been attested in areas of the Greek world remote from each
other. For the inclusion in our lists of persons without an ethnic two
main questions had to be faced. The first, when considering a name
hypothetically characterized as Macedonian, was whether this name
has already been attested for a Macedonian in a literary or epigraphi-
cal source or in an inscription found in Macedonia. This has not al-
ways been so for some of the names characterized as such; with very
few exceptions we have not included persons bearing a name classi-
fied as Macedonian simply on grounds of linguistic speculation. The
second problem was dealing with some well defined Macedonian
names, not those spread to the other areas of the Greek world during
the Hellenistic period (CAMEavdpog, *Avtiyovog, ITtolepaiog
etc.)80 but those that continued to be transmitted from one generation
to the next in Macedonia or in the areas where Macedonians settled,
until they lost their meaning and dissappeared; we have not included
an exhaustive list of such names, especially the late instances. In Ap-
pendix III some of them are discussed; the bibliography supplied will

The size and the nature of this untertaking has prevented a con-
tinuous numeration of the entries. For the ethnics of cities, as well as
for those of regions, we thought that it would be helpful for the histo-
rian-user to be able to estimate the importance of each on the basis of
the number of individuals originating from it. Naturally it is also im-
portant to know the totals of each category. The total of persons with
ethnics of cities is 1056, with ethnics of regions is 103, totalling, with
the addition of Unknown (city or provenance), 1167 persons. For the
persons listed under Makedon the numeration by letter of the alpha-
bet, on the model of PIR, was simply easier to handle during the com-
pilation of this work; their total is 1428. The total for the Prosopogra-
phy (with the addition of Other Macedonians and the Appendix I of
268 persons) is 2872 persons.
