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SUMMARY
MORS MACEDONICA

The funerary monuments of the western part of ancient Macedonia cover a very long period
ranging from the 5th c. BC to the 6th c. AD. Very few in number during the Classical period, they
increase perceptibly in the middle Hellenistic and were very common in imperial times.

The existence of only a few examples from Late Roman times and the end of antiquity is not
a local feature but is characteristic of the entire ancient world, with very few exceptions.

While the relatively late penetration of southern Greek elements into the Macedonian hinter-
land, particularly Upper Macedonia, under the kings before Philip II can be interpreted in terms
of the historical isolation of the region, the steep fall in the output of inscriptions in the late
Roman period was probably due to external factors (the barbarian raids of the middle of the 3rd
c. AD, for example), to natural disasters, and also to the decline of the institution of the city-state
and the values it represented. It is possibly also owed to the spread of new systems of belief about
the nature of the world which, together with the considerations mentioned above, will have
contributed to a gradual decline in the desire to carve memorials in stone. An indication of the
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extent to which the structural organisation, at least, was disturbed is provided by the fact that from
the middle of the 3rd c. AD, dated inscriptions — whether by both the Macedonian and the Actian
era or by the Actian dating alone - cease to be found.

The division of Upper Macedonia into administrative-geographical units is known to have
been the same in practice in both the Hellenistic and Roman periods. Neither the Macedonian
kings nor Rome favoured the development or foundation of urban centres in this region, except
in a few cases (Herakleia, Stuberra, Stoboi, Ceramiae and Aiane). Consequently, neither the
quantitative breakdown of funerary monuments by region and period, nor the manner of their
distribution in this general area is surprising.

The particular social structure of Upper Macedonia accounts for the fact that in the Classical
period, funerary monuments, which were generally speaking not very common, are found in large
or small urban centres (Herakleia, Stuberra, Aiane), where they were without doubt the product
of an elite art aimed at individuals from the upper social and economic classes. The extension of
the custom to wider social strata in the Hellenistic and Roman periods was accompanied by the
geographical spread of funerary monuments to semi-urban or rural areas. The diffusion of certain
types of monument, most of them expensive, such as altars and sarcophagi, is almost entirely
confined to the large, Greek-speaking urban centres (Thessalonike, Beroia: IG X, 2.1 and EKM
I, passim) and the colonies (Dion, Philippi).

From the point of view of quality, there can be no doubt that the absence of large urban centres
like Beroia and Thessalonike in Lower Macedonia was not conducive to the evolution of
independent artistic centres of any significant reputation or influence. Naturally enough, the sites
with an urban character were augmented in the imperial period by centres that owed their
foundation to the new political form or to the upheavals and alignments that occurred with the
passage of time (Stoboi, Ceramiae).

Typological differences can be observed between the typology of the monuments and the
funerary expressions found in the individual regions. Some of them remained true to their
Hellenistic traditions (Elimeia and Herakleia Lynkestis, for example), others continued their local
practices (Paionia, and possibly Lynkestis), while in a number of regions that were crossed by well-
used road and other axes (Egnatia, Erigon), features of Roman provincial funerary art and the
typology of Roman funerary expressions made their presence strongly felt. To this picture should
be added the few scattered monuments that were imported from other regions or created locally
on the instructions of the people who commissioned them (EAM 198: Orestis). The architectural
form and decoration of these monuments and the funerary expressions and personal names that
they bear normally betray the place of origin of their owners.

With very few exceptions, the language of the funerary inscriptions of Upper Macedonia is
Greek; the exceptions consist of bilingual and Latin texts, though these were composed either by
foreign settlers or by natives who had served in the Roman army and returned to their birthplace
after being discharged. Generally speaking, the content of the funerary inscriptions reveals that in
this part of the ancient world — Upper Macedonia — customs and beliefs relating to life beyond the
grave marched hand in hand with those found in the rest of the Greek world.
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Despite this, the differences in iconography and architecture (form and size of grave stelai)
observable in the Roman period between the various parts of the Greek world are revealing.
When classified according to their shared features, they connote, for the most part, geopolitical
units with common or similar cultural values. Laconia, for example, followed different
architectural and epigraphic models from the ones found in Macedonia in the Hellenistic period,
and above all in Roman times, while Attica and areas in the north-west Peloponnese remained
uninfluenced by the Roman conquest in the spheres of stelai architecture, tombstone sculpture
and funerary language.

When considerations of this nature are taken into account, great interest attaches to the shared
features that can be identified in the funerary practice and architecture of Macedonia, Thrace and
Asia Minor: these include the wide dissemination of representations of deceased and living
members of the family, rendered frontally (portrait busts or full-length depictions), the erection
of funerary altars, the use of sarcophagi, etc. — that is, types of funerary monument preeminently
Roman in character.

Relations between Macedonia and Asia Minor have not been fully investigated. Although they
are apparent in the spheres of funerary sculpture and religion (female deities in Phrygia and
Upper/Lower Macedonia), and of personal names and art, they are attested more explicitly by the
expressions used on gravestones (e.g. threats, or formal departing phrases, such as pviung or
uveiog xaouv, xotpe »ai ov, etc.), and the technical terms used to define the monuments.

From an examination of the gravestones and funerary monuments of Upper Macedonia, in
conjunction with a study of the geophysical environment, the distribution of human settlement,
and human intervention of all kinds, mainly on the part of the ruling authorities of the day, the
following conclusions may be drawn.

a. In Greece south of Mount Olympos, the hydrocephalous urban institution of the city-state,
which was very widespread even in the territories of the confederacies and leagues, was the major
source of a vast number of epigraphic texts. In Upper Macedonia, by contrast, where the organisa-
tion by villages continued even into Roman times, the epigraphic output was distributed more
evenly between settlements and the countryside.

b. The Via Egnatia, the length and course of which were of decisive importance (though less
so than in the case of its predecessor, the royal road), served in this part of ancient Macedonia,
too, as a cultural channel along which ideas and artistic currents travelled in both directions,
particularly during the Roman empire. An avenue along which influences moved to and from the
Greek-speaking eastern provinces and those of the Latin-speaking West, the Via Egnatia was at
the same time a dividing line, marking the distinction between the north and south parts of an area
stretching from the borders of Thessaly as far as the boundaries of Moisia.

As a consequence of the dual role played by this road artery of such great importance to the
Balkans, the funerary monuments noted along it and in the immediate geographical area, princi-
pally to the north, bear the strong imprint of the art of Rome and the western provinces: irrespe-
ctive of the fact that this influence was ultimately restricted to only a limited number of cases, in
which it is readily apparent either that an architectural type was selected and used as a model in
its entirety or with some modification, or that individual elements, mainly of an iconographic
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nature, were borrowed and incorporated in architectural forms that go back to the pre-Roman
artistic output.

In contrast, some regions to the south of Upper Macedonia (Elimeia, Tymphaia) continued
mainly to feel the effects of the echoes of the Hellenistic koine even in the late Roman empire,
possibly because the Roman presence in these areas was less pronounced.

c. A number of pockets in what were undoubtedly isolated regions in the north part of Upper
Macedonia persisted in a local tradition that did not trace its roots to the Hellenistic koine but
which was subject to special canons and models. The most characteristic examples in this category
of monument are the inscribed stelai with rounded tops, made of slabs of schist and invariably
decorated with floral motifs and stylised rosettes, found in the regions of Kato Kleinai, Skopos
and Herakleia Lynkestis, and the anthropomorphic stelai of Pelagonia that are very close to them
in typological terms. The grave stelai from the same region also have distinctive non-
anthropomorphic sculptural decoration (pine cones).

d. There is a dense concentration of epigrams primarily in Orestis and to a lesser extent in
Lynkestis, Eordaia and Elimeia.

e. Imagines clipeatae are virtually non-existent, though they are a characteristic feature of the Am-
phaxitis and the course of the river Nestos. Some interesting examples also come from Thessalonike.

f. Outside Macedonia, the rendering of portrait heads or busts on funerary monuments is a
common practice in the Romanised Danubian provinces and in Phrygia and Syria. By contrast, in
south Russia, on the west coast of the Black Sea and Asia Minor, and in Thrace and the Aegean
islands, where the Greek artistic tradition had deep roots, this phenomenon, though not unknown,
found little support. The beginnings of the practice can be traced to Rome, whence it spread to
north Italy before dividing into two artistic currents, one extending to the Danubian regions and
the other along the Dalmatian coast. From the latter, the fashion came to Macedonia, where the
Hellenistic tradition imprinted its own contribution. In Macedonia, the phenomenon is concen-
trated in areas along the main road arteries, such as the Via Egnatia and the Scupi-Thessalonike
road, though isolated examples also occur in some parts of the hinterland to the north of the Via
Egnatia.
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
